A BILL
TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

To provide death benefits for the spouses of
supernumerary circuit court reporters who served a certain
length of time in the same circuit court.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. In the event of the death of any
supernumerary court reporter who served 50 consecutive years
in the same circuit court, the surviving spouse of the

deceased supernumerary court reporter shall be entitled to a
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monthly allowance equal to 50 percent of the allowance
received by the supernumerary court reporter from the state
and the county.

Section 2. This act shall become effective
immediately following its passage and approval by the

Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
