Under existing law, there are no
restrictions regarding the amount of contributions
a political action committee may make to a
political candidate.

This bill would limit contributions by a
political action committee to a candidate to $1,000

per election.

A BILL

TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

Relating to campaign contributions; to impose a

limitation on contributions by political action committees to

a candidate.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. In addition to any limitation imposed by

another section of the Code of Alabama 1975, the amount of any

contribution, in-kind or otherwise, made by a political action
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committee to a candidate may not exceed one thousand dollars
($1,000) in any election cycle.

Section 2. This act shall become effective on the
first day of the third month following its passage and

approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
