Section 11-49-81, Code of Alabama 1975,7

is amended to read as follows:8

"Such The resolution shall designate the sum or sums10

ascertained to be the reasonable charge to be paid by such the11

county for being relieved of the burden of the control,12

management, supervision, repair, maintenance, and improvement13

of such the street or streets or part thereof designated in14

said the resolution, and no such. The resolution shall not15

become effective until and unless the county, shall by16

appropriate action of its county commission, does both of the17

following:18

"(1) Approve the transfer of its authority over the19

street or streets to the municipality by a majority vote.20

"(2) pay Pay or contract to pay such the sum or sums21

as may be designated in such the resolution."22

Section 2. This act shall become effective on the23

first day of the third month following its passage and24

approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.25
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
