Reichard was named to USA Today's American Family Insurance

All-USA Alabama Football Team, the Under Armour All-American

Team, and also played in the Alabama-Mississippi All-Star

Classic; and Mr. Reichard played on two State Championship

teams at Hoover High School; and

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WHEREAS, Mr. Reichard committed to The University of

Alabama in 2019, where he embarked on his career as a

legendary placekicker for the Crimson Tide; for his

extraordinary senior season with the Crimson Tide, Mr.

Reichard earned Second Team All-American honors from The

Sporting News and CBS Sports, and he earned Third Team

All-America accolades from the Associated Press; he was

named the Southeastern Conference (SEC) Special Teams Player

of the Year by the conference coaches, a First Team All-SEC

placekicker by the conference coaches and the Associated

Press, and a Second Team All-SEC kickoff specialist by the

conference coaches; for the 2023 season, Mr. Reichard was

selected as a midseason All-American by CBS Sports,

ESPN.com, and USA Today, a midseason first team All-American

by the Associated Press, FOX Sports, and The Athletic, and a

preseason second team All-American by Sports Illustrated;

and Mr. Reichard was named as a Lou Groza Award finalist,

one of the Lou Groza Award "Stars of the Week" in Week 5,

the Special Teams Player of the Week by The University of

Alabama's football coaching staff in Weeks 2, 3, 5, 6, 8,

and 12, and the SEC Special Teams Player of the Week in Week

6 and Week 8; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Reichard is the NCAA's career points

leader with 547 points; he graduated as The University of

Alabama's career record holder for field goals with 84,

50-plus yard field goals with 10, and PATs with 295; over

the course of his collegiate football career, Mr. Reichard

kicked 386 kickoffs for 23,203 yards with an average of 60.1

yards per kickoff and a total of 194 touchbacks; during his
