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Council Executive Board; he has served as the President to
the Tukabatchee Area Council since 2022; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Champion is a graduate of Auburn
University at Montgomery; he is the Principal of Public
Strategies, LLC, a government affairs firm, and as a
registered lobbyist, he represents numerous clients before
the State of Alabama; prior to this he served as the Senior
Vice President and Manager of Government Affairs for AmSouth
Bank, a top 20 Bank Holding Company; he has served in
leadership positions with the American Bankers Association,
Financial Services Roundtable, Fannie Mae National Advisory
Council, and the Business Council of Alabama; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Champion is an active member of the
Montgomery Rotary club and served as its President from
2019-2020 and he has served as an Assistant District
Governor and District Membership Chair; a Paul Harris Fellow
in Rotary, Graham was a major catalyst in ensuring that
Tuskegee University was honored by the Rotary Foundation for
their work in the development of the polio vaccine; through
these efforts, he worked tirelessly to help raise the funds
to erect a monument at Tuskegee University to commemorate
their involvement in the development of this wvaccine which
changed the world; now therefore,
