WHEREAS, it is a tremendous privilege to
posthumously honor renowned Alabama historical figure David
Lindsay, recognize the Alabama Bicentennial event honoring
David Lindsay, and recognize September 9, 2018, as David
Lindsay Day; and

WHEREAS, David Lindsay 1is a Revolutionary War
patriot and Shelby County pioneer buried near Elliotsville,
Shelby County, Alabama, whose legacy is being uplifted during
an Alabama Bicentennial Celebration event; the Alabama
Bicentennial Celebration a commemoration of our great state's
200th anniversary of statehood that also highlights our
state's natural beauty, diverse people, and rich history; and

WHEREAS, the David Lindsay Chapter of the Daughters
