WHEREAS, Mrs. Jones worked for Fortex Manufacuring
Company in Fort Deposit for 25 years, where she played an
integral role in organizing a union during the Civil Rights
Movement, one of the first organized unions in Lowndes County;
she was an advocate and committed member of the Lowndes County
Christian Movement and the Black Panther Party; and

WHEREAS, she and her husband were among the few
parents who sent their high school children to the all-white
Lowndes County High School in 1965, and they also campaigned

for the first Black candidates who ran for political office in
