BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:22

Section 1. There is hereby appropriated for the23

support of public education in Alabama for the fiscal year24

ending September 30, 2011, for debt service, and for capital25

outlay to be paid out of funds specified in subsection (a) of26

Section 2 of this act, the amounts specified in subsections27
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(a), (b), (c), and (d) of Section 3 and Sections 4, 5, 12, 151

and 16 of this act. For the purpose specified in subsection2

(b) of Section 2 of this act, amounts are shown by3

programmatic area and the total for all programs is shown so4

as to include estimated sources of funds other than those5

listed in subsection (a) of Section 2 of this act. For the6

purpose of this act, "ETF" shall mean the Education Trust Fund7

and "Federal and Local Funds" shall mean all gifts, grants,8

contributions, or entitlements, including grants by the9

Congress of the United States, municipalities or counties.10

Section 2. (a) The appropriations provided for in11

this act shall be paid from funds in the State Treasury to the12

credit of the Education Trust Fund, Alabama Peace Officers'13

Standards and Training Fund, Impaired Drivers Trust Fund,14

Driver Education and Training Fund, Special Education15

Catastrophic Fund, Alabama Veterans Assistance Fund, and16

Public School Fund and are hereby made for the support of17

public education in Alabama for the fiscal year ending18

September 30, 2011, and the appropriations herein made shall19

be subject to the provisions, terms, conditions and20

limitations of the Budget and Financial Control Act (Code of21

Alabama 1975, Sections 41-4-80 et seq.), the provisions of the22

Budget Management Act of 1976 (Code of Alabama 1975, Sections23

41-19-1 et seq.), and shall be in the amounts hereinafter24

specified. 25

The appropriations made herein to the6

departments, boards, offices, commissions, and agencies7

include the amount necessary and said departments, boards,8

offices, commissions, and agencies are hereby directed to make9

the transfer of funds to the State Personnel Department in the10

amounts enumerated in the general appropriations act for the11

fiscal year ending September 30, 2011. All agencies and12

institutions enumerated in this act that receive services from13

other governmental agencies enumerated in this act or the14

general appropriations act shall make full payment in a timely15

manner (as determined by the Department of Finance) for such16

services.17

Section 11. All encumbered balances of a previous18

fiscal year appropriation other than the exclusions authorized19

by the Code of Alabama 1975, Section 41-4-93, shall lapse no20

later than September 30 of the fiscal year immediately21

following the fiscal year for which the appropriation was made22

and shall revert to the credit of the Education Trust Fund or23

earmarked fund from which the appropriation or appropriations24

were made.25

Section 12. Upon certification to the Director of26

Finance by the State Attorney General that a federal court has27

ordered the State of Alabama to pay claims, attorney fees, or1

other costs relating to said court order, funds are hereby2

appropriated to the affected department, board, bureau, or3

commission in the amount necessary to satisfy that court4

order. Such appropriations are in addition to any other5

appropriation heretofore or hereafter made in this6

appropriation act. Such appropriations are conditioned upon7

the availability of funds and a determination by the Director8

of Finance that other current appropriations are not available9

for court-ordered payments.10

Section 13. All state-mandated and state-funded11

salary increases and fringe benefits for Child Nutrition12

Program workers shall be fully-funded from the Foundation13

Program appropriation in this act, and shall therefore be14

subsequently fully-funded by all local boards of education15

from funds provided in this act from Other Current Expense and16

not from funds generated by the Child Nutrition Program unless17

the local school system's Child Nutrition Program has in18

excess of a three-month operating reserve. Before any funds19

may be utilized by the local board of education to pay for20

salary or fringe benefits, the State Department of Education21

Child Nutrition Program Administrator shall conduct an22

analysis of each local board of education's Child Nutrition23

Program, and certify that the program meets the three-month24

balance as of the end of the previous fiscal year and shall25

therefore insure that the use of the funds in excess of a26

three-month balance will not be detrimental to the local Child27
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Nutrition Program. The State Department of Education Child1

Nutrition Program Administrator shall certify to the State2

Superintendent of Education that funds utilized in excess of a3

three-month balance as of the end of the previous fiscal year4

are in excess of any funds contained in an approved corrective5

plan submitted by the local school system's Child Nutrition6

Program for expenditures at each applicable school site for7

facilities, equipment, personnel, and/or salary schedule8

adjustments. It is the intent that no employee shall suffer a9

reduction of hours, benefits, compensation, or termination of10

employment and that no local Child Nutrition Program services11

shall be contracted out as a result of this section. It is12

further the intent of the Legislature that the State13

Department of Education shall help to develop a plan to14

eliminate any financial deficiencies that may arise in a local15

Child Nutrition Program as a result of this section, and that16

disputes which may arise regarding corrective action plans are17

to be resolved by the State Department of Education18

consolidated monitoring teams. The State Department of19

Education shall give an annual report to the Legislature, the20

Chair of the House Education Appropriations Committee, the21

Chair of the Senate Finance and Taxation-Education Committee,22

and the Legislative Fiscal Officer one month prior to each23

regular session of the Legislature on the impact of this24

section on the local Child Nutrition Programs.25

Section 14. For FY 2011, local boards of education26

may exercise flexibility among line item expenditures, not to27
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exceed 20% in any line item and not to create a reduction of1

earned teacher units and/or local board of education support2

personnel.3

Section 15. Any amounts that may become due and4

payable of Public School and College Authority Swaptions are5

hereby authorized to be paid in the same manner as other debt6

service on Public School and College Authority bonds including7

items such as court costs and attorney fees.8

Section 16. Notwithstanding any other provisions of9

this act or any other act, any amount from appropriations for10

the fiscal year ending September 30, 2010 to the various state11

agencies and institutions in this act which are unexpended and12

reverted on September 30, 2010 are hereby reappropriated to13

the respective offices for the fiscal year beginning October14

1, 2010.15

Section 17. The Department of Finance may charge16

agencies and other recipients of federal stimulus funds for17

the cost of administering the American Recovery and18

Reinvestment Act of 2009 and the Jobs for Main Street Act, to19

be paid by such agencies and recipients from federal stimulus20

funds.21

Section 18. If merit pay increases are reinstated22

after December 31, 2010, current anniversary dates will be23

maintained for all employees. Agencies are prohibited from24

adjusting employee anniversary dates to obtain merit pay25

increases at an earlier date.26
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Section 19. The appropriations made herein to the1

departments, boards, offices, commissions and agencies include2

the amounts necessary to pay the State Employee Health3

Insurance Board (SEIB). The SEIB rate shall be $805 per month4

for each full-time employee for the fiscal year ending5

September 30, 2011. The SEIB shall adjust the insurance6

program wherever appropriate to maintain the aforementioned7

fixed rate.8

Section 20. If any section, paragraph, sentence,9

clause, provision or portion of this act or all or any portion10

of the appropriations herein made is held unconstitutional or11

invalid, it shall not affect any other section, paragraph,12

sentence, clause, provision or portion of this act or any13

other appropriation or appropriations or portion thereof14

hereby made not in and of itself unconstitutional or invalid.15

Section 21. All laws or parts of laws, general,16

special, private or local in conflict with or inconsistent17

with the provisions of this act are hereby expressly repealed.18

Section 22. This act shall become effective on19

October 1, 2010.20
