WHEREAS, one of the most important symbols of a free
nation and its people is its flag because it signifies courage
and liberty; and

WHEREAS, a significant number of
Vietnamese-Americans make the State of Alabama their home; and

WHEREAS, the Vietnamese-American community makes
substantial contributions to the cultural, religious,
political, and business life of the State of Alabama; and

WHEREAS, the vast majority of Vietnamese-Americans
in this state embrace the yellow with three red stripes
Heritage and Freedom Flag as the official symbol of the
Vietnamese-American community; and

WHEREAS, this flag is widely embraced in the
Vietnamese-American community because of its long history as a
symbol of resilience, freedom, and democracy both in Vietnam
itself and Vietnamese-American communities throughout the

State of Alabama and elsewhere; and
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WHEREAS, the Vietnamese-Americans in the State of
Alabama have proudly raised this Heritage and Freedom Flag
alongside the flag of the United States as a demonstration of
their support for freedom and democracy in their country of
origin and in protest to the violations of basic human and
civil rights of the current government of Vietnam; now
therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA, BOTH
HOUSES THEREOF CONCURRING, That we formally recognize the
Vietnamese Heritage and Freedom Flag as the official symbol of
the Vietnamese-American community in Alabama, and we affirm
the efforts of the Vietnamese-American community in this
country to promote freedom and democracy in their country of

origin.
