WHEREAS, in his political 1life, Senator Myers was a
probusiness, conservative Republican who was first elected to
the Alabama Senate in 1994, ran unopposed in 1998 and 2002,
and retired in 2006, having served effectively as chair of key

Episcopal Church and chaired the board of St. Paul's Episcopal
School; his extensive professional, civic, educational, and
charitable leadership roles included serving as chair of the
