BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 27 

 28 

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 7-5-309(a)(4), concerning voting procedure, 29 

is amended to read as follows: 30 

  (4)  A person other than the Only a poll workers worker, and 31 

those admitted for the purpose of voting shall not be the voter, and an 32 

assistant to a voter requiring assistance under § 7-5-310 are permitted 33 

within the immediate voting area, which shall be considered as within six 34 

feet (6') of the voting booths, except by authority of when the election 35 

judge and then only when determines it is necessary to keep order and enforce 36 
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the law. 1

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 7-5-309(c), concerning voting procedure, is 3 

amended to read as follows: 4 

 (c)(1)(A)  Upon receiving his or her ballot, the voter shall proceed to 5 

mark it by placing an appropriate mark appropriately. 6 

    (B)  A voter shall not be allowed more than five (5) 7 

minutes to mark his or her ballot. 8 

   (2)  The voter or the person authorized by the voter to assist 9 

him or her shall then personally deposit the ballot into the ballot box 10 

provided. 11

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 7-5-310 is amended to read as follows: 13 

 7-5-310. Privacy — Assistance to disabled voters. 14 

 (a)  Each voter The poll worker at each polling site or the county 15 

clerk conducting early voting shall be provided provide the voter the privacy 16 

to mark his or her ballot. Privacy shall be provided by the poll workers at 17 

each polling site or by the county clerk, if the county clerk conducts early 18 

voting, to ensure that a voter desiring privacy is not singled out. 19 

 (b)(1)  A voter who requires assistance to vote by reason of blindness, 20 

disability, or inability to read or write or a qualified individual with a 21 

disability under the Americans with Disability Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. § 12101 22 

et seq., shall inform the a poll workers worker at the time that the voter 23 

presents himself or herself to vote that he or she is unable to mark or cast 24 

the ballot without help and needs assistance in casting his or her ballot. 25 

   (2)(A)  The voter poll worker shall be directed direct the voter 26 

who requires assistance to a voting machine equipped for use by persons with 27 

disabilities. by which he or she  28 

   (B)  The voter who requires assistance may elect to cast: 29 

    (i)  Cast his or her ballot on the voting machine 30 

without assistance,; or the voter may request 31 

    (ii)  Request assistance with either the paper ballot 32 

or the voting machine, depending on the voting system in use for the 33 

election, by: 34 

      (A)(a)  Two (2) poll workers; or 35 

      (B)(b)  A person named by the voter other than 36 
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the voter's employer or agent of that employer or officer or agent of the 1 

voter's union. 2 

   (C)  A candidate for office in the election in which a 3 

voter requests assistance shall not assist a voter if the voter is not: 4 

    (i)  Married to the candidate; or 5 

    (ii)  Related to the candidate within the second 6 

degree, by consanguinity or affinity. 7 

   (D)  If a candidate for office assists a person under 8 

subdivision (b)(2)(C) of this section, the candidate shall indicate on the 9 

register under subdivision (b)(5) of this section the candidate's 10 

relationship to the voter the candidate is assisting. 11 

   (3)(A)  If the voter is assisted by two (2) poll workers, one (1) 12 

of the poll workers shall observe the voting process and one (1) may assist 13 

the voter in marking and casting the ballot according to the wishes of the 14 

voter without comment or interpretation. 15 

   (4)(A)(B)  If the voter is assisted by one (1) person named by 16 

the voter, he or she may assist the voter in marking and casting the ballot 17 

according to the wishes of the voter without any comment or interpretation. 18 

    (B)(4)  No A person other than the following shall not 19 

assist more than six (6) voters in marking and casting a ballot at a polling 20 

site or early voting location during an election except: 21 

      (i)  A poll worker; 22 

      (ii)  The county clerk during early voting; or 23 

      (iii)  A deputy county clerk during early voting. 24 

  (5)(A)  It shall be the duty of the A poll workers worker at the 25 

a polling site and county clerk at an early voting location to shall make and 26 

maintain a list of the names and addresses register of all persons assisting 27 

voters. 28 

   (B)  The register of persons assisting voters shall 29 

include:  30 

    (i)  The following oath in bold lettering at the top 31 

of each page: "THE VOTER WHOSE NAME IS PRINTED BESIDE MY NAME BELOW HAS 32 

PERSONALLY INFORMED A POLL WORKER OR COUNTY CLERK THAT HE OR SHE REQUIRES 33 

ASSISTANCE TO VOTE.  I WILL ASSIST THE VOTER IN MARKING AND CASTING HIS OR 34 

HER BALLOT ACCORDING TO THE WISHES OF THE VOTER.  I WILL NOT COMMENT ON OR 35 

INTERPRET THE BALLOT OR ITS CONTENTS.  I UNDERSTAND THAT IF I PROVIDE FALSE 36 
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INFORMATION ON THIS REGISTER, I MAY BE GUILTY OF PERJURY AND SUBJECT TO A 1 

FINE OF UP TO TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS ($10,000) OR IMPRISONMENT FOR UP TO TEN 2

  (2)  Waiting in line to cast his or her vote at the polling site 11 

or early voting location; or 12 

  (3)  Within one hundred feet (100') of the primary entrance to 13 

the polling site or early voting location. 14 

 (d)  Any If a voter who informs a poll worker or county clerk at a 15 

polling site or early voting location that he or she is unable to stand in 16 

line for extended periods of time because of physical, sensory, or other 17 

disability who presents himself or herself for voting and who then informs a 18 

poll worker at the polling site that he or she is unable to stand in line for 19 

extended periods of time, the poll worker or county clerk shall be entitled 20 

to and assisted by a poll worker allow and assist the voter to advance to the 21 

head of any the line of voters then waiting in line to vote at the polling 22 

site or early voting location. 23

33 

   (3)(A)  A designated bearer receiving an absentee ballot from the 34 

county clerk for a voter shall obtain the absentee ballot directly from the 35 

county clerk and deliver the absentee ballot directly to the voter. 36

a voter shall obtain the absentee ballot directly from the voter and deliver 2 

the absentee ballot directly to the county clerk. 3 

   (4)(A)  A designated bearer may deliver to the county clerk the 4 

absentee ballots for not no more than two (2) voters. 5 

    (B)  The designated bearer shall be named on the voter 6 

statement accompanying the absentee ballot. 7 

   (5)  In order When a designated bearer seeks to obtain an 8 

absentee ballot from the county clerk: 9 

    (A)  The designated bearer shall show a form of current 10 

photographic identification to the county clerk; 11 

    (B)  The county clerk shall print the designated bearer's 12 

name and address beside the voter's name on a register; 13 

    (C)  The designated bearer shall sign the register under 14 

oath indicating receipt of the voter's absentee ballot; and 15 

    (D)  The county clerk shall indicate beside the designated 16 

bearer's name on the register that he or she obtained an absentee ballot for 17 

a voter. 18 

   (6)  Upon delivering When a designated bearer delivers an 19 

absentee ballot to the county clerk: 20 

    (A)  The designated bearer shall present current and valid 21 

photographic identification to the county clerk; 22

15 

   (3)(A)  An authorized agent receiving an absentee ballot from the 16 

county clerk for a voter shall obtain the absentee ballot directly from the 17 

county clerk and deliver the absentee ballot directly to the voter. 18 

    (B)  An authorized agent receiving an absentee ballot from 19 

a voter shall obtain the absentee ballot directly from the voter and deliver 20 

the absentee ballot directly to the county clerk. 21 

   (4)(A)  In order for an An authorized agent to shall not obtain a 22 

ballot from the county clerk, unless the authorized agent shall submit 23 

submits to the county clerk an affidavit from the administrative head of a 24 

hospital or, long-term care facility, or residential care facility licensed 25 

by the state that the applicant is a patient of the hospital or long-term 26 

care or residential care facility licensed by the state and is thereby unable 27 

to vote on the election day at his or her regular polling site.

   (6)  Upon delivering When an authorized agent delivers an 4 

absentee ballot to the county clerk, the: 5 

    (A)  Authorized agent shall show some form of present 6 

current photographic identification to the clerk; 7 

    (B)  Clerk shall print the authorized agent's name and 8 

address beside the voter's name on a register; and 9 

    (C)  Authorized agent shall sign the register under oath 10 

indicating delivery of the voter's ballot. 11 

 (c)(1)  The county clerk shall keep a register of designated bearers 12 

and authorized agents. 13 

   (2)  The designated bearer and authorized agent register shall 14 

contain the following oath on each page: “IF YOU PROVIDE FALSE INFORMATION ON 15

service as a member of the armed services of the United States; 17 

   (F)  A statement indicating whether the voter resides in a 18 

long-term care facility or residential facility licensed by the state;  19 

   (G)  Mailing information for the ballot or the name and 20 

signature of a designated bearer, an administrator, or an authorized agent; 21 

   (G)(H)  The date, the voter's printed or typed name, voting 22 

residence address, date of birth, and the voter's signature attesting to the 23 

correctness of the information provided under penalty of perjury; and 24 

   (H)(I)  The election in which the voter wishes to cast an 25 

absentee ballot. 26

 SECTION 7.  Arkansas Code § 7-5-408 is amended to read as follows: 28 

 7-5-408. List of applications — Preparation, preservation, and 29 

inspection. 30

   (A)  Make a list of the applications for absentee ballots 32 

as the applications are received; and shall keep 33 

   (B)  Maintain the list of applications and retain the 34 

application forms after the election in which they are to be used for the 35 

same period as is required for retaining ballots. 36 
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  (2)  For each absentee ballot that is returned to the county 1 

clerk, the clerk shall place a mark on the list of applications indicating 2 

that the absentee ballot was returned. 3 

 (b)  The list of applications and the applications shall be available 4 

to for public inspection during regular business hours from sixty (60) days 5 

prior to the election until they are destroyed.
