The bill is projected to require General Fund appropriations of $176,926 in FY 2025-26 and
$223,746 in FY 2026-27. By creating a state income tax credit, the bill is also projected to decrease
General Fund revenues by $1.25 million in FY 2025-26 and by $2.5 million in years thereafter,
which will decrease the TABOR surplus liability in each fiscal year by an equal amount. 
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
