Beit enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, amend 39-8-105 as
follows:

39-8-105. Reports of assessor. (1) At a meeting of the county
board of equalization on the-secont-Monday-r-July,—oronthe-second
Moneay+-Septermber OR BEFORE EACH SEPTEMBER 15 in acounty that has
made an election pursuant to section 39-5-122.7 (1), OR ON OR BEFORE
EACH JULY 15 IN ALL OTHER COUNTIES, the assessor shall report the
valuation for assessment of all taxable real property in the county. The
assessor shall submit alist of all personswho have appeared before him or
her to present objectionsor protestsconcerning real property and kisorher
THE action TAKEN in each case.

(2) AtaTHE meeting of the board er-erbeforeduty-15 DESCRIBED
IN SUBSECTION (1) OF THIS SECTION, the assessor shall ALSO report the

valuation of all taxable personal property in the county and shall note any
valuations for assessment of portable or movable equipment which have
been apportioned pursuant to theprovisionsof section 39-5-113. He THE
ASSESSOR shall submit alist of all personsin the county who havefailed to
return any schedulesand shall report hiSTHE action TAKEN in each case. He
THEASSESSOR shall also submit alist of personswho have appeared before

him OR HER to present objections or protests and hts THE action TAKEN in
each case.

SECTION 2. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
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determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
