SECTION 1. InColorado Revised Statutes, 24-50-604, amend (1)
(K) (111 asfollows:

24-50-604. Powers and duties of the director.
(1) (k) (111) Dependents of a state employee are not eligible to partieipate
BE THE SOLE AND DIRECT RECIPIENT OF SERVICES in any employee
assistance program established and operated pursuant to thisparagraph (k);
EXCEPT THAT AN EMPLOYEE ASSISTANCE PROGRAM MAY ALLOW A
DEPENDENT OR ANY OTHER PERSON WHO IS NOT A STATE EMPLOYEE TO
PARTICIPATE IN AN EMPLOYEE ASSISTANCE PROGRAM IF SUCH
PARTICIPATION IS NECESSARY TO PROVIDE EFFECTIVE COUNSELING AND
