Bill Summary

The bill permits an initiative or referendum petition to include
space for a registered elector to voluntarily include his or her telephone
number, electronic mail address, or both. If a space for the information is
included, a petition must clearly indicate that the information is not
required in order for a registered elector to sign the petition.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

SECTION 1.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 1-40-111, add (1.5)2

as follows:3

1-40-111.  Signatures - affidavits - notarization - list of4

circulators and notaries. (1.5)  IN ADDITION TO THE INFORMATION THAT5

A REGISTERED ELECTOR IS REQUIRED TO PROVIDE ON A PETITION6

PURSUANT TO SUBSECTION (1) OF THIS SECTION, A PETITION MAY INCLUDE7

SPACE FOR A REGISTERED ELECTOR TO INCLUDE HIS OR HER TELEPHONE8

NUMBER, ELECTRONIC MAIL ADDRESS, OR BOTH. A REGISTERED ELECTOR9

IS NOT REQUIRED TO PROVIDE THIS ADDITIONAL INFORMATION. IF A SPACE10

FOR THE INFORMATION IS INCLUDED, THE PETITION MUST CLEARLY11

INDICATE THAT THE INFORMATION IS NOT REQUIRED IN ORDER FOR A12

REGISTERED ELECTOR TO SIGN THE PETITION.13

SECTION 2.  Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,14

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate15

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.16
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
