The bill requires the state court administrator to provide the
secretary of state with a report of all persons who report as ineligible to
serve as a trial or grand juror because they are either not a citizen or do
not reside in the county in which they are summoned for juror service.
The bill also requires the secretary of state to forward this report to each
county clerk and recorder.

The bill then requires county clerk and recorders to cancel the
voter registration of any elector who is either not a citizen or does not
reside in the county and who the county clerk and recorders have received
notice of from the state court administrator's report. The secretary of state
may cancel the voter registration of any elector who is not a citizen and
who the secretary of state has received notice of from the state court
administrator's report.

Nothing in the bill allows a county clerk and recorder or the
secretary of state to cancel the registration of a uniformed-service voter
who is absent from the county in which he or she is registered to vote by
reason of active duty.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

SECTION 1.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, add 1-2-607 as2

follows:3

1-2-607.  Disqualified jurors. (1)  AS SOON AS PRACTICABLE4

AFTER THE END OF EACH MONTH, THE STATE COURT ADMINISTRATOR5

SHALL FURNISH THE SECRETARY OF STATE WITH A REPORT OF ALL PERSONS6

WHO REPORT AS INELIGIBLE TO SERVE AS A TRIAL OR GRAND JUROR7

BECAUSE THEY ARE EITHER NOT A CITIZEN OR DO NOT RESIDE IN THE8

COUNTY IN WHICH THEY ARE SUMMONED FOR JUROR SERVICE.9

(2)  THE SECRETARY OF STATE SHALL FORWARD TO EACH COUNTY10

CLERK AND RECORDER MONTHLY THE INFORMATION RECEIVED FROM THE11

STATE COURT ADMINISTRATOR PURSUANT TO SUBSECTION (1) OF THIS12

SECTION.13

(3)  A COUNTY CLERK AND RECORDER SHALL CANCEL THE14
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REGISTRATION OF ANY ELECTOR WHO IS NOT A CITIZEN OR WHO DOES NOT1

RECEIVED NOTICE OF PURSUANT TO SUBSECTION (2) OF THIS SECTION.3

(4)  THE SECRETARY OF STATE MAY BY ELECTRONIC MEANS4

CANCEL THE REGISTRATION OF ANY ELECTOR WHO IS NOT A CITIZEN AND5

WHO THE SECRETARY HAS RECEIVED NOTICE OF PURSUANT TO SUBSECTION6

(1) OF THIS SECTION.7

(5)  NOTHING IN THIS SECTION ALLOWS A COUNTY CLERK AND8

RECORDER OR THE SECRETARY OF STATE TO CANCEL THE REGISTRATION9

OF AN ELECTOR WHO IS A UNIFORMED-SERVICE VOTER, AS DEFINED IN10

SECTION 1-8.3-102 (9), WHO IS ABSENT FROM THE COUNTY IN WHICH HE OR11

SHE IS REGISTERED TO VOTE BY REASON OF ACTIVE DUTY.12

SECTION 2.  Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,13

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate14

preservation of the public peace, health, or safety.15
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
