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A BILL FOR AN ACT

CONCERNING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF AN INDUSTRIAL HEMP101

REMEDIATION PILOT PROGRAM TO STUDY PHYTOREMEDIATION102

THROUGH THE GROWTH OF HEMP ON CONTAMINATED  SOIL,103

AND, IN CONNECTION THEREWITH, MAKING AN APPROPRIATION.104

Bill Summary

The chair of the agriculture, livestock, and natural resources
committee in the house of representatives and the chair of the agriculture,
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(None),
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Capital letters indicate new material to be added to existing statute.
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natural resources, and energy committee in the senate will appoint 7
members to the industrial hemp remediation pilot program committee
(committee). The committee will establish an industrial hemp remediation
pilot program (pilot program) to study how soils and water may be made
more pristine and healthy by phytoremediation, removal of contaminants,
and rejuvenation through the growth of industrial hemp. The committee
consists of members with various scientific backgrounds and with
knowledge about the growth of industrial hemp. The growth of industrial
hemp is prohibited until the commissioner of agriculture (commissioner)
approves the site chosen by the committee, the security measures that
have been put in place by the committee at the pilot program location, and
the cleanup plan for the site at the conclusion of the pilot program. The
committee will make a final report of its findings and submit the report
to the commissioner. The committee may accept gifts, grants, and
donations for the pilot program. The pilot program is repealed on July 1,
2022.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

BURIAL, AND COMPOSTING;17

(VIII)  SET A BASELINE FOR THE PLANTS CULTIVATED IN A CLEAN18

SOIL TO SET A STANDARD; AND19

(IX)  OTHER DATA DEEMED IMPORTANT TO THE PILOT PROGRAM.20

(c)  THE COMMITTEE SHALL SUBMIT A REPORT TO THE EXECUTIVE21

DIRECTOR NO LATER THAN SIX MONTHS AFTER THE CONCLUSION OF THE22

PILOT PROGRAM THAT OUTLINES THE FINDINGS OF THE COMMITTEE.23

THE COMMITTEE SHALL NOTIFY THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL STAFF WHEN IT14

HAS RECEIVED ADEQUATE FUNDING THROUGH GIFTS, GRANTS, OR15

DONATIONS FOR THE INDUSTRIAL HEMP REMEDIATION PILOT PROGRAM16

AND SHALL INCLUDE IN THE NOTIFICATION THE INFORMATION SPECIFIED IN17

SECTION 2.  Appropriation. In addition to any other22

appropriation, there is hereby appropriated, out of any moneys in the23

hemp remediation pilot program cash fund created in section24

25-18.7-104, Colorado Revised Statutes, not otherwise appropriated, to25

the department of public health and environment, for the fiscal year26

beginning July 1, 2012, the sum of $25,000, or so much thereof as may27
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be necessary, for allocation to the hazardous materials and solid waste1

management division, for expenses of the industrial hemp remediation2

pilot program committee related to the implementation of this act.3

SECTION 3.  Effective date. This act takes effect July 1, 2012.4

SECTION 4.  Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,5

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate6

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.7
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
