Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 12-47-302, amend
(1) asfollows:

12-47-302. Licenserenewal. (1) (a) Ninety days prior to the
expiration date of an existing license, the state licensing authority shall
notify the licensee of sueh THE expiration date by first class mail at the
business last-known address. Appticatron—for—the—+enrewa—of THE
LICENSEE SHALL SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO RENEW an existing license
shaHbe-made to the local licensing authority not |ess than forty-five days
and to the state licensing authority not less than thirty days prior to the
date of expiration. No application for renewa of a license shall be
accepted by the local licensing authority after the date of expiration,
except as provided in subsection (2) of this section, but filing with the
local licensing authority shall be deemed filing with the state, and all
renewals filed with the local licensing authorities prior to expiration, and
subsequently approved, shall be processed by the statelicensing authority,
and the expiration date is extended until the state license is processed.
The state or the local licensing authority, for good cause, may waive the
forty-five- or thirty-day time requirements set forthin this subsection (1).

(b) The local licensing authority may cause a hearing on the
application for renewal to be held. No renewal hearing provided for by
this subsection (1) shall be held by the local licensing authority until a
notice of hearing has been conspicuously posted on the licensed premises
for a period of ten days and notice of the hearing has been provided the

applicant at least ten days prior to the hearing.
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(c) The licensing authority may refuse to renew any license for
good cause, subject to judicial review. ALTERNATIVELY, A LOCAL
LICENSING AUTHORITY, FOR GOOD CAUSE, MAY, AS A CONDITION OF
RENEWAL OF A LICENSE THAT AUTHORIZES A PERSON TO SERVE ALCOHOL
BEVERAGES FOR ON-PREMISES CONSUMPTION, RESTRICT THE ALLOWABLE
HOURS DURING WHICH THE ESTABLISHMENT MAY SERVE MALT, VINOUS,
AND SPIRITUOUSLIQUORS. Any renewal hearing held by the state licensing
authority shall be pursuant to section 12-47-305 (2).

SECTION 2. In Colorado Revised Statutes, add 12-47-314 as
follows:

Hour sof operation for establishmentslicensed for
on-premises alcohol bever age consumption- deter mination by local
government. (1) NOTWITHSTANDING SECTION 12-47-901 (5) (b) (1), THE
GOVERNINGBODY OFA MUNICIPALITY, CITY AND COUNTY,ORCOUNTY, BY
THE ADOPTION OF AN ORDINANCE OR RESOLUTION, MAY EXTEND THE
HOURSDURING WHICH ESTABLISHMENTSWITHIN THE JURISDICTION OF THE
MUNICIPALITY, CITY AND COUNTY, OR COUNTY THAT ARE LICENSED TO
SELL ALCOHOL BEVERAGESFOR CONSUMPTION ON THE LICENSED PREMISES
MAY SERVE MALT, VINOUS, OR SPIRITUOUS LIQUORS FOR ON-PREMISES
CONSUMPTION, BUT THE GOVERNING BODY SHALL NOT ALLOW A LICENSED

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MALT, VINOUS, OR SPIRITUOUS LIQUOR SERVICE HOURSPURSUANT TO THIS
SECTION, THE LOCAL LICENSINGAUTHORITY FOR THE MUNICIPALITY, CITY
AND COUNTY, OR COUNTY SHALL NOTIFY THE STATE LICENSING
AUTHORITY OF THE EXTENDED HOURS WITHIN THE JURISDICTION AND OF
THE LICENSED ESTABLISHMENTS AFFECTED BY THE EXTENSION OF MALT,
VINOUS, OR SPIRITUOUS LIQUORS SERVICE HOURS.

SECTION 3. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 12-47-901, amend

12-47-901. Unlawful acts- exceptions. (5) Itisunlawful for any
person licensed to sell at retail pursuant to this article:

(b) To sell, serve, or distribute any malt, vinous, or spirituous
liquors at any time other than the following:

(I For consumption on the premises on any day of the week,
except between the hours of 2 am. and 7 am., UNLESS THE GOVERNING
BODY OF A MUNICIPALITY, CITY AND COUNTY, OR COUNTY, BY ADOPTION
OF AN ORDINANCE OR RESOLUTION PURSUANT TO SECTION 12-47-314,
EXTENDS THE HOURS DURING WHICH MALT, VINOUS, OR SPIRITUOUS
LIQUORS MAY BE SERVED FOR ON-PREMISES CONSUMPTION AT LICENSED
PREMISES WITHIN ITS JURISDICTION, BUT IN NO CASE MAY A PERSON
LICENSED UNDER THIS ARTICLE SERVE MALT, VINOUS, OR SPIRITUOUS
LIQUORS FOR ON-PREMISES CONSUMPTION BETWEEN THE HOURS OF 4:30
A.M.AND 7A.M.;

SECTION 4. InColorado Revised Statutes, 42-4-1306, add (2.5)
asfollows:

(2.5) THE INTERAGENCY TASK FORCE ON DRUNK DRIVING SHALL

SECTION 5. Effective date. This act takes effect upon passage;
except that sections 1 and 2 of the hill take effect July 15, 2015.
SECTION 6. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
