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disciplinary actions for violations of the act. The bill grants the medical
director, or his or her designee, at substance abuse treatment facilities,
with patient permission, access to the state prescription drug monitoring
program. The office of behavioral health in the department isdirected to
create a secure online substance abuse treatment registry to allow
substance abuse treatment facilities to verify patient eligibility and
register patients. The additional license fee of $75 for a controlled
substance addiction treatment program is removed.

HEALTH IN THE DEPARTMENT OF HUMAN SERVICES SHALL DEVELOP A
SECURE ONLINE SUBSTANCE ABUSE TREATMENT PROGRAM REGISTRY TO
REGISTERINDIVIDUALSIN SUBSTANCE ABUSE TREATMENT PROGRAMSAND
VERIFY ELIGIBILITY FORENROLLMENT IN A SUBSTANCE ABUSE TREATMENT
PROGRAM. THE REGISTRY MUST BE ACCESSIBLE TO LICENSED SUBSTANCE
ABUSE TREATMENT FACILITIES TO INPUT PATIENT DATA AND CHECK
ELIGIBILITY FOR TREATMENT AND MUST BE CONFIDENTIAL AND
PRIVILEGED. THE COSTS OF DEVELOPING THE SECURE ONLINE SUBSTANCE
ABUSE TREATMENT PROGRAM REGISTRY MAY BE PAID FOR THROUGH AN
APPROPRIATION FROM THE GENERAL FUND OR THROUGH GIFTS, GRANTS,
OR DONATIONS.

SECTION 6. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 27-80-205, add (3)
(a.5) and repeal (3) (a) (1) asfollows:

(a5) THEDEPARTMENT MAY ADMINISTRATIVELY SET INITIAL AND

SECTION 7. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
