Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 2-3-1203, repeal
(7)(a)(1) as follows:

SECTION 3. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 24-37.3-105, amend
(1) as follows:

24-37.3-105. Fund - acceptance of gifts, grants, or donations.
(1) For the purposes of carrying out the duties of the council, the council
is authorized to seek and accept gifts, grants, or donations, including
in-kind donations, from private or public sources for the purposes of this
artrele ARTICLE 37.3; except that the council may not accept a gift, grant,
or donation that is subject to conditions that are inconsistent with this
artrele ARTICLE 37.3 or any other law of the state. The council may accept
in-kind donations of staff services from the private sector to staff the

council. The council is also authorized to accept and expend federal funds
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available for food policy councils. All private and public moneys MONEY
received through gifts, grants, or donations shall be transmitted to the
state treasurer, who shall credit the same to the food systems advisory
council fund, which fund is hereby created and referred to in this section
as the "fund". The moneys MONEY in the fund must be continuously
appropriated by the general assembly to the department of agriculture for
allocation to the council for the direct and indirect costs associated with
implementing this artrete ARTICLE 37.3. Any moneys MONEY in the fund
not expended for the purpose of this artrete ARTICLE 37.3 may be invested
by the state treasurer as provided by law. All interest and income derived
from the investment and deposit of moneys MONEY in the fund shall be
credited to the fund. Any unexpended and unencumbered moneys MONEY
remaining in the fund at the end of a fiscal year shall remain in the fund
and shall not revert or be credited or transferred to the general fund or
another fund. exceptthat,1f;at the-time-thisarticle ts repeatedpursuant

SECTION 4. Act subject to petition - effective date. This act
takes effect at 12:01 a.m. on the day following the expiration of the
ninety-day period after final adjournment of the general assembly (August
8, 2018, if adjournment sine die is on May 9, 2018); except that, if a
referendum petition is filed pursuant to section 1 (3) of article V of the
state constitution against this act or an item, section, or part of this act
within such period, then the act, item, section, or part will not take effect
unless approved by the people at the general election to be held in
November 2018 and, in such case, will take effect on the date of the

official declaration of the vote thereon by the governor.
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
