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A BILL FOR AN ACT

CONCERNING THE CREATION OF THE PARKS AND WILDLIFE101

COMMISSION TO REPLACE THE PARKS AND WILDLIFE BOARD IN102

THE DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES, AND, IN103

CONNECTION THEREWITH, DESCRIBING THE COMPOSITION AND104

TERMS OF THE COMMISSION, AND REDUCING APPROPRIATIONS.105

Bill Summary

(Note: This summary applies to this bill as introduced and does
not reflect any amendments that may be subsequently adopted. If this bill
passes third reading in the house of introduction, a bill summary that
applies to the reengrossed version of this bill will be available at
http://www.leg.state.co.us/billsummaries.)

Senate Bill 11-208 combined the wildlife entities and parks and
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outdoor recreation entities and functions under the department of natural
resources. In so doing, the existing wildlife commission was merged with
the existing board of parks and outdoor recreation to form the 16-member
parks and wildlife board (board).

Effective July 1, 2012, the bill replaces the board with the new
parks and wildlife commission (commission). The commission is
comprised of 11 voting members and 2 nonvoting ex officio members
(the executive director of the department and the commissioner of the
department of agriculture). The voting members are appointed by the
governor with the consent of the senate and must represent various
geographical regions in the state and certain areas of interest or
knowledge. Initial term lengths are staggered to reduce the impact to the
board that results from member turnover.

The commission is required to submit a 5-year strategic plan to
specified committees of reference. Components of the plan are specified.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1
