Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. InColorado Revised Statutes, 42-4-1306, amend (1)

(d), (2), (3) () (VD), (3) (& (IX) introductory portion, (3) (a) (1X) (J), and

]g3|)| (@ (IX) (K); and add (3) () (1X) (L), (3) (&) (X), and (3) (a) (XI) as
ollows:

42-4-1306. Coloradotask forceon drunk and impaired driving
- creation. (1) The general assembly finds and declares that:

(d) According to thefedera national highway transportation saf ety
administration, other states with a statewide trterageney task force on
drunk AND IMPAIRED driving have seen adecreaseinincidentsof drunk and
impaired driving.

(2) There is hereby created an-tnterageney THE COLORADO task
force on drunk AND IMPAIRED driving, referred to in this section as the
"task force". Thetask force shall meet regularly to investigate methods of
reducing the incidents of drunk and impaired driving and develop
recommendations for the state of Colorado regarding the enhancement of
government services, education, and intervention to prevent drunk and
impaired driving.

TREATMENT AND RELATED SERVICES;

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SECTION 2. Act subject to petition - effective date. This act
takes effect a 12:01 am. on the day following the expiration of the
ninety-day period after final adjournment of the general assembly (August
6, 2014, if adjournment sine die is on May 7, 2014); except that, if a
referendum petitionisfiled pursuant to section 1 (3) of articleV of thestate
constitution against this act or an item, section, or part of this act within
such period, then the act, item, section, or part will not take effect unless
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approved by the peopleat the general electionto beheld in November 2014
and, in such case, will take effect on the date of the official declaration of
the vote thereon by the governor.
