Current law prohibits complementary and alternative health care
practitioners and registered naturopathic doctors (alternative health care
providers) from treating children under 2 years of age and requiresthose
providers to obtain parental consent and make specified disclosures to
parents beforetreating achild 2 years of age or older but lessthan 8 years
of age.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 6-1-724, amend (6)
(n) introductory portion; and repeal (6) (m) __ asfollows:

6-1-724. Unlicensed alternative health care practitioners -
deceptive trade practices - short title - legislative declaration -
definitions. (6) A complementary and alternative health care practitioner
providing complementary and alternative health care services under this

section who isnot licensed, certified, or registered by the state shall not:

(n) Treat achild who is two-years of age-oretder bt |ess than
eight years of age unless the complementary and alternative health care
practitioner:

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
