The bill exempts public school wells that pump 15 gallons per
minute or less, are located in a school district that serves a population of
25,000 or less, and are used only for irrigation from the "Water Right
Determination and Administration Act of 1969".

22-30-103, C.R.S., THAT SERVES A POPULATION OF TWENTY-FIVE11

THOUSAND PEOPLE OR LESS, OR A PUBLIC SCHOOL, AS DEFINED IN SECTION12

22-1-101, C.R.S., THAT IS PART OF A SCHOOL DISTRICT THAT SERVES A13

POPULATION OF TWENTY-FIVE THOUSAND PEOPLE OR LESS;14

(C)  IS USED ONLY FOR IRRIGATION; AND15

(D)  IS SUBJECT TO A CONFIRMATION ISSUED BY THE STATE16

ENGINEER THAT THE EXEMPTION SPECIFIED IN THIS PARAGRAPH (h)17

APPLIES.18

(II)  THE STATE ENGINEER SHALL ISSUE A CONFIRMATION TO A19

SCHOOL DISTRICT OR PUBLIC SCHOOL THAT APPLIES FOR AND QUALIFIES20

FOR AN EXEMPTION PURSUANT TO THIS PARAGRAPH (h).21

date of the official declaration of the vote thereon by the governor.5
