SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 42-3-105, amend (2)
asfollows:

42-3-105. Application for registration - tax. (2) Upon applying
for registration, the owner of amotor vehicle or low-power scooter shall
receive awritten notice printed on the application for registration in type
that is larger than the other information contained on the application for
registration. Saekh—notice THE DEPARTMENT shall state ADVISE THE
APPLICANT IN THE NOTICE that motor vehicle insurance or operator's

DEPARTMENT SHALL PRINT ONE REGISTRATION CARD WITHOUT THEOWNER'S
ADDRESSAND ISSUE THE CARD TO THE OWNER; EXCEPT THAT, IFTHEMOTOR
VEHICLE ISA COMMERCIAL VEHICLE, THE DEPARTMENT SHALL PRINT BOTH
REGISTRATION CARDSISSUED TO THE OWNER WITH THE OWNER'SADDRESS.

(8) (&) Asused in thissubsection (8):

(I) "Eligible vehicle" means a motor vehicle that has a valid
certificate of registration issued by the department of revenue to a person
whose address of record en-saeh-certifieate iswithin the boundaries of the
program area, as defined in section 42-4-304 (20). The term "€eligible
vehicle" shat DOES not include motor vehicles held for lease or rental to
the genera public, motor vehicles held for sale by motor vehicle dedlers,
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including demonstration vehicles, motor vehicles used for motor vehicle
manufacturer product evaluations or tests, law enforcement and other
emergency vehicles, or nonroad vehicles, including farm and construction
vehicles.

SECTION 3. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 42-4-1409, repeal (7)
asfollows:

SECTION 4. No appropriation. The general assembly has
determined that thisact can beimplemented within existing appropriations,
and therefore no separate appropriation of state moneys is necessary to
carry out the purposes of this act.

SECTION 5. Effectivedate - applicability. This act takes effect
July 1, 2014, and appliesto registrations issued or renewed or to offenses
committed on or after said date.

SECTION 6. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
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determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
