Representative be authorized to utilize up to $25,000 of this appropriation to fund apilot program as authorized pursuant to Section 13-91-105 (1) (e), C.R.S,,
for the purpose of evaluating alternatives to the appointment of child and family investigators and child's legal representatives in domestic relations cases.

Judicial Department, Independent Ethics Commission -- In addition to the transfer authority provided in Section 24-75-108 (5), C.R.S,, up to 10.0 percent
of the total Independent Ethics Commission appropriation may be transferred between line itemsin the Independent Ethics Commission.
