CHARTER SCHOOL THAT CONVERTS FROM A DISTRICT CHARTER102
SCHOOL TO AN INSTITUTE CHARTER SCHOOL OR FROM AN103
INSTITUTE CHARTER SCHOOL TO A DISTRICT CHARTER SCHOOL.104

Bill Summary

Under the bill, if a district charter school converts to an institute
charter school, or an institute charter school converts to a district charter
school, the converted school's funding is still calculated using the formula
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that applied to the school before the conversion.
