WHEREAS, The signed agreements and further negotiations10
taking place under the U.S.-Taiwan Initiative on 21st Century Trade are11
expected to further benefit cooperation between Colorado and Taiwan,12
including opportunities in the aerospace, defense, and clean technology13
sectors; now, therefore,14

That we, the members of the Colorado General Assembly:18

(1)  Celebrate the 41st anniversary of Colorado-Taiwan sister-state19
relations;20

(2)  Support Taiwan's democracy, free economy, and respect for21
human rights;22

(3)  Strongly support Taiwan's inclusion in the Indo-Pacific23
Economic Framework for Prosperity (IPEF); and24

(4)  Strongly support Taiwan's meaningful inclusion and25
participation in international organizations including the World Health26
Organization (WHO), the United Nations Framework Convention on27
Climate Change (UNFCCC), the International Civil Aviation28
Organization (ICAO), and the International Criminal Police Organization29
(INTERPOL).30
