"Section 1. Section 20-571 of the 2024 supplement to the general 3 

statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof 4 

(Effective October 1, 2024): 5 

As used in this chapter and sections 2 to 4, inclusive, of this act, unless 6 

the context otherwise requires: 7 

(1) "Administer" or "administration" means the direct application of 8 

a drug or device to the body of a patient or research subject by injection, 9 

inhalation, ingestion or any other means; 10 

(2) "Advanced pharmacy technician" means a pharmacy technician 11 
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who: (A) Receives from the department a designation (i) under section 12 

2 of this act, and (ii) which permits delegation of certain pharmacist 13 

responsibilities to the pharmacy technician; and (B) is qualified in 14 

accordance with section 2 of this act; 15 

[(2)] (3) "Automated prescription dispensing machine" means a 16 

device and associated software operated by a pharmacy or a pharmacy 17 

that is registered as a nonresident pharmacy pursuant to section 20-627, 18 

in a nursing home or skilled nursing facility licensed pursuant to 19 

sections 19a-490 and 19a-491, that packages and labels patient-specific 20 

medication or multiple medications for the purposes of administration 21 

by a registered nurse or a licensed practical nurse based on a 22 

prescription that has completed [final] order entry verification 23 

performed by a [licensed] pharmacist; 24 

[(3)] (4) "Care-giving institution" means an institution that provides 25 

medical services and is licensed, operated, certified or approved by the 26 

Commissioner of Public Health, the Commissioner of Developmental 27 

Services or the Commissioner of Mental Health and Addiction Services; 28 

(5) "Clerk" means an individual who is: (A) Registered with the 29 

department, in accordance with section 3 of this act, to work in the area 30 

of a pharmacy or institutional pharmacy where controlled substances or 31 

other legend drugs are dispensed by, or under the supervision of, a 32 

pharmacist; (B) not employed or contracted by a pharmacy or 33 

institutional pharmacy solely to deliver dispensed drugs to patients off 34 

the premises of the pharmacy or institutional pharmacy; and (C) not 35 

involved in order entry, the dispensing process or preparing a 36 

prescription for final verification; 37 

[(4)] (6) "Commission" means the Commission of Pharmacy 38 

appointed under the provisions of section 20-572; 39 

[(5)] (7) "Commissioner" means the Commissioner of Consumer 40 

Protection; 41 

(8) "Compatible drugs" means multiple drugs that are not adversely 42 
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impacted, whether chemically or physically, in constitution or quality 43 

by one another; 44 

(9) "Compliance packaging" means packaging that: (A) Is prepared at 45 

a pharmacy to assist a patient in administering solid oral dosage forms 46 

of one or more drugs that have been prescribed for the patient; (B) 47 

divides the patient's drugs into a series of compartments or containers 48 

within one package according to (i) the directions for use, and (ii) the 49 

day and time such drugs are to be administered; and (C) is reusable or 50 

nonreusable; 51 

[(6)] (10) "Compound" means to combine, mix or put together two or 52 

more ingredients pursuant to a prescription and includes the 53 

preparation of drugs or devices in anticipation of prescriptions based on 54 

routine, regularly-observed prescribing patterns; 55 

[(7)] (11) "Correctional or juvenile training institution" means a 56 

facility for the detention or incarceration of persons convicted or 57 

accused of crimes or offenses or for training of delinquent juveniles, 58 

including those state facilities under the jurisdiction of the 59 

Commissioner of Correction, training schools for delinquent juveniles 60 

and any other facilities operated by the state or municipalities for such 61 

detention, incarceration or training; 62 

[(8)] (12) "Device" means instruments, apparatuses and contrivances, 63 

including their components, parts and accessories, intended: (A) For use 64 

in the diagnosis, cure, mitigation, treatment or prevention of disease in 65 

humans or other animals; or (B) to affect the structure or any function of 66 

the body of humans or other animals, but does not mean contact lenses; 67 

[(9)] (13) "Department" means the Department of Consumer 68 

Protection; 69 

[(10)] (14) "Deprescribing" means the systematic process of 70 

identifying and discontinuing drugs in instances in which existing or 71 

potential harms outweigh existing or potential benefits within the 72 

context of an individual patient's care goals, current level of functioning, 73 
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life expectancy, values and preferences; 74 

(15) "Direct supervision" means the supervision of pharmacy 75 

personnel, including, but not limited to, pharmacy interns, pharmacy 76 

technicians and advanced pharmacy technicians, by a pharmacist who: 77 

(A) Is physically present on the premises of the pharmacy or 78 

institutional pharmacy while (i) routine drug dispensing functions are 79 

being performed on such premises, and (ii) the pharmacy personnel 80 

who are under such pharmacist's supervision are physically present on 81 

such premises; and (B) conducts in-process and final performance 82 

checks; 83 

[(11)] (16) "Dispense" means those acts of processing a drug or device 84 

for delivery or for administration for a patient pursuant to a prescription 85 

consisting of: (A) Comparing the directions on the label with the 86 

directions on the prescription to determine accuracy; (B) the selection of 87 

the drug or device from stock to fill the prescription; (C) the counting, 88 

measuring, compounding or preparation of the drug or device; (D) the 89 

placing of the drug or device in the proper container; (E) the affixing of 90 

the label to the container; and (F) the addition to a written prescription 91 

of any required notations. "Dispense" does not include the acts of 92 

delivering a drug or device to a patient or of administering the drug or 93 

device to the patient; 94 

[(12)] (17) "Dispensing outpatient facility" means a facility operated 95 

by a [corporation] business entity or municipality which provides 96 

medical services to patients on an outpatient basis and which maintains 97 

stocks of drugs for dispensing of drugs on a regular basis to patients for 98 

use off the premises; 99 

[(13)] (18) "Drug" means: (A) An article recognized in the official 100 

United States Pharmacopoeia, official Homeopathic Pharmacopoeia of 101 

the United States or official National Formulary, or any supplement to 102 

any of them; (B) an article intended for use in the diagnosis, cure, 103 

mitigation, treatment or prevention of disease in humans or other 104 

animals; (C) an article, other than food, intended to affect the structure 105 
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or any function of the body of humans or any other animal; and (D) an 106 

article intended for use as a component of any article specified in this 107 

subdivision, but does not include a device; 108 

(19) "Final verification" means the last review that: (A) Is conducted 109 

to complete the dispensing process by verifying that the product to be 110 

dispensed conforms to the product ordered or prescribed by the 111 

prescribing practitioner; and (B) includes, at a minimum, comparing, for 112 

accuracy, the original prescription, the contents of the prescription label 113 

and the contents of the prescription container; 114 

[(14)] (20) "Health care institution" means institution, as defined in 115 

section 19a-490; 116 

[(15)] (21) "Health care institutional pharmacy" means an institutional 117 

pharmacy located within a health care institution; 118 

[(16)] (22) "Institutional pharmacy" means that area within a care-119 

giving institution or within a correctional or juvenile training 120 

institution, commonly known as the pharmacy, that is under the direct 121 

charge of a pharmacist and in which drugs are stored and dispensed; 122 

[(17)] (23) "Legend device" means a device that is required by 123 

applicable federal or state law to be dispensed pursuant only to a 124 

prescription or is restricted to use by prescribing practitioners only or 125 

that, under federal law, is required to bear either of the following 126 

legends: (A) "RX ONLY" IN ACCORDANCE WITH GUIDELINES 127 

ESTABLISHED IN THE FEDERAL FOOD, DRUG AND COSMETIC 128 

ACT; or (B) "CAUTION: FEDERAL LAW RESTRICTS THIS DEVICE 129 

FOR USE BY OR ON THE ORDER OF A LICENSED VETERINARIAN."; 130 

[(18)] (24) "Legend drug" means a drug that is required by any 131 

applicable federal or state law to be dispensed pursuant only to a 132 

prescription or is restricted to use by prescribing practitioners only, or 133 

means a drug that, under federal law, is required to bear either of the 134 

following legends: (A) "RX ONLY" IN ACCORDANCE WITH 135 

GUIDELINES ESTABLISHED IN THE FEDERAL FOOD, DRUG AND 136 
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COSMETIC ACT; or (B) "CAUTION: FEDERAL LAW RESTRICTS THIS 137 

DRUG FOR USE BY OR ON THE ORDER OF A LICENSED 138 

VETERINARIAN."; 139 

[(19)] (25) "Medical device and oxygen provider" means a person who 140 

distributes devices or oxygen pursuant to a medical order or 141 

prescription, except if such person already maintains an active 142 

pharmacy license; 143 

[(20)] (26) "Medication reconciliation" means a process of comparing 144 

the medications a patient is taking and should be taking with newly 145 

ordered medications: (A) For the purpose of addressing duplications, 146 

omissions and interactions and the need to continue current 147 

medications; and (B) by looking at information such as the medication 148 

name, dose, frequency, route of administration and purpose; 149 

[(21)] (27) "Nonlegend device" means a device that is not a legend 150 

device; 151 

[(22)] (28) "Nonlegend drug" means a drug that is not a legend drug; 152 

[(23)] (29) "Nonresident pharmacy" has the same meaning as 153 

provided in section 20-627; 154 

(30) "Order entry" means the process by which prescription data is 155 

entered into an electronic data processing system used by a pharmacy 156 

to record dispensed products, which prescription data shall include, but 157 

need not be limited to: (A) Patient demographic data; (B) drug name and 158 

strength; (C) drug quantity; (D) directions for use; and (E) the number 159 

of authorized refills, including, but not limited to, any use of "PRN" or 160 

"ad lib" in lieu of a specific number of authorized refills; 161 

(31) "Patient" means a human or other animal who receives any 162 

health care service provided by a health care provider, including, but 163 

not limited to, a pharmacist, for: (A) The purpose of curing, diagnosing, 164 

mitigating, palliating, preventing, screening for or treating a past, 165 

current or future medical condition; or (B) any research-related purpose; 166 
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[(24)] (32) "Person" means an individual, corporation, business trust, 167 

estate trust, partnership, association, joint venture or any other legal or 168 

commercial entity; 169 

[(25)] (33) "Pharmacist" means an individual who is licensed to 170 

practice pharmacy under the provisions of section 20-590, 20-591, 20-592 171 

or 20-593, and who is thereby recognized as a health care provider by 172 

the state of Connecticut; 173 

[(26)] (34) "Pharmacy" means a place of business where drugs and 174 

devices may be sold at retail and for which a pharmacy license has been 175 

issued to an applicant under the provisions of section 20-594; 176 

[(27)] (35) "Pharmacy intern" means an individual registered under 177 

the provisions of section 20-598; 178 

[(28)] (36) "Pharmacy technician" means an individual who is 179 

registered with the department and qualified in accordance with section 180 

20-598a, as amended by this act; 181 

[(29)] (37) "Polypharmacy" means the use of multiple drugs by a 182 

patient, including any medication that is inappropriate or not medically 183 

necessary, such as those not indicated, not effective or constituting a 184 

therapeutic duplication; 185 

[(30)] (38) "Practice of pharmacy" or "to practice pharmacy" means the 186 

sum total of knowledge, understanding, judgments, procedures, 187 

securities, controls and ethics used by a pharmacist to assure optimal 188 

safety and accuracy in the distributing, dispensing and use of drugs and 189 

devices; 190 

[(31)] (39) "Prescribing practitioner" means an individual licensed by 191 

the state of Connecticut, any other state of the United States, the District 192 

of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico or any territory or 193 

insular possession subject to the jurisdiction of the United States who is 194 

authorized to issue a prescription within the scope of the individual's 195 

practice; 196 
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[(32)] (40) "Prescription" means a lawful order of a prescribing 197 

practitioner transmitted either orally, in writing or by electronic means 198 

for a drug or device for a specific patient; 199 

(41) "Redispense" means to reprocess any drug: (A) That is prescribed 200 

to a patient, was previously dispensed in compliance packaging and has 201 

been returned to the dispensing pharmacy due to a change in the 202 

patient's prescription or prescriptions; (B) by comparing the directions 203 

on the prescription label with the directions on the prescription to 204 

ensure accuracy; (C) by selecting such drug from the returned 205 

compliance packaging or from stock to fill a current prescription for 206 

such drug; (D) by counting such drug and placing such drug in the 207 

proper container or compliance packaging compartment for return to 208 

the patient; and (E) by affixing to the container or compliance packaging 209 

a label containing (i) the prescription information set forth in section 20-210 

617 and required under section 4 of this act, and (ii) any additional 211 

notations required due to the prescribing practitioner's directions; 212 

[(33)] (42) "Sale" includes barter, exchange or gift or offer and each 213 

such transaction made by a person whether as principal proprietor, 214 

agent, servant or employee; 215 

[(34)] (43) "Substitute" means to dispense without the prescribing 216 

practitioner's express authorization a different drug product than the 217 

drug product prescribed; 218 

[(35)] (44) "Third-party logistics provider" means a person who 219 

distributes drugs, devices or cosmetics while taking possession of the 220 

drugs, devices or cosmetics but who does not take title of the drugs, 221 

devices or cosmetics; 222 

[(36)] (45) "Virtual manufacturer" means a person who engages in the 223 

manufacture of drugs, devices or cosmetics for which such person: (A) 224 

Owns the new drug application or abbreviated new drug application 225 

number, if a prescription drug; (B) owns the unique device identification 226 

number, as available, for a prescription device; (C) contracts with a 227 

contract manufacturing organization for the physical manufacture of 228 
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the drugs, devices or cosmetics; (D) is not involved in the physical 229 

manufacture of the drugs, devices or cosmetics; and (E) at no time takes 230 

physical possession of or stores the drugs, devices or cosmetics; and 231 

[(37)] (46) "Virtual wholesale distributor" means a person who 232 

facilitates or brokers the transfer of drugs, devices or cosmetics without 233 

taking physical possession of the drugs, devices or cosmetics. 234 

Sec. 2. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2024) (a) (1) No pharmacy 235 

technician may perform the duties of an advanced pharmacy technician 236 

in this state, including, but not limited to, dispensing or redispensing to 237 

patients compatible drugs in compliance packaging under section 4 of 238 

this act, unless such pharmacy technician has applied for and received 239 

an advanced pharmacy technician designation in accordance with the 240 

provisions of this section. 241 

(2) Each advanced pharmacy technician designation issued under 242 

this section shall be issued in a form and manner prescribed by the 243 

commissioner, shall be valid for one year and may be renewed for 244 

successive one-year periods upon submission of a complete application 245 

and payment of the renewal fee required in section 20-601 of the general 246 

statutes, as amended by this act. 247 

(b) The department shall issue an advanced pharmacy technician 248 

designation to a pharmacy technician who: 249 

(1) Submits to the department, in a form and manner prescribed by 250 

the commissioner, (A) a complete application for designation as an 251 

advanced pharmacy technician, and (B) the application fee required in 252 

section 20-601 of the general statutes, as amended by this act; 253 

(2) Is actively registered and qualified as a pharmacy technician in 254 

accordance with section 20-598a of the general statutes, as amended by 255 

this act; 256 

(3) Was continuously registered as a pharmacy technician in 257 

accordance with section 20-598a of the general statutes, as amended by 258 
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this act, for the three-year period immediately preceding the date on 259 

which such pharmacy technician applies for an advanced pharmacy 260 

technician designation under this section; 261 

(4) Continuously held a certification from the Pharmacy Technician 262 

Certification Board, or any other equivalent pharmacy technician 263 

certification program approved by the department, for the three-year 264 

period immediately preceding the date on which such pharmacy 265 

technician applies for an advanced pharmacy technician designation 266 

under this section, and maintains such certification in good standing; 267 

(5) Successfully completed (A) an educational course, during the one-268 

year period immediately preceding the date on which such pharmacy 269 

technician applies for an initial advanced pharmacy technician 270 

designation under this section, that (i) is accredited by the Accreditation 271 

Council for Pharmacy Education or another appropriate national 272 

accrediting body, or (ii) the commissioner, in the commissioner's 273 

discretion, deems equivalent to an educational course accredited as set 274 

forth in subparagraph (A)(i) of this subdivision, and (B) a competency 275 

assessment performed by a pharmacist in accordance with requirements 276 

established by the commissioner in regulations adopted pursuant to 277 

subsection (e) of this section; 278 

(6) Is employed by a pharmacy or institutional pharmacy that 279 

satisfies the requirements established in subsection (d) of this section; 280 

and 281 

(7) (A) Works under the direct supervision of a pharmacist who 282 

satisfies the requirements established in subdivision (1) of subsection (c) 283 

of this section; or 284 

(B) Is supervised (i) in the manner set forth in section 20-609a of the 285 

general statutes, or (ii) in any manner approved by the commissioner or 286 

commission. 287 

(c) (1) The pharmacist who directly supervises an advanced 288 

pharmacy technician may delegate to the advanced pharmacy 289 
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technician: 290 

(A) The pharmacist's authority to perform final verifications, 291 

provided the pharmacy or institutional pharmacy that employs such 292 

advanced pharmacy technician satisfies the requirements established in 293 

subsection (d) of this section; 294 

(B) The pharmacist's authority to administer vaccines in accordance 295 

with the provisions of section 20-633 of the general statutes, as amended 296 

by this act, and the regulations adopted pursuant to subsection (d) of 297 

said section; and 298 

(C) The pharmacist's authority to administer COVID-19-related tests, 299 

influenza-related tests and HIV-related tests in accordance with the 300 

provisions of section 20-633f of the general statutes, as amended by this 301 

act, and the regulations adopted pursuant to subsection (g) of said 302 

section, except the pharmacist shall not delegate such pharmacist's 303 

responsibility to present the results of any such test to the patient. 304 

(2) No pharmacist who makes any delegation to an advanced 305 

pharmacy technician under subdivision (1) of this subsection shall 306 

delegate to the advanced pharmacy technician any discretionary 307 

decision-making authority concerning the propriety of any drug in 308 

relation to a patient's medical condition or treatment plan. 309 

(d) (1) The pharmacy or institutional pharmacy that employs an 310 

advanced pharmacy technician: 311 

(A) Shall use bar code technology, or another technology approved 312 

by the department, to assist in dispensing drugs and confirm accuracy 313 

in dispensing; and 314 

(B) Shall not permit the ratio of advanced pharmacy technicians to 315 

pharmacists physically present in the pharmacy premises or 316 

institutional pharmacy to exceed one advanced pharmacy technician to 317 

one pharmacist providing direct supervision, except such pharmacy or 318 

institutional pharmacy may deviate from such ratio if such deviation is 319 
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authorized by the commissioner, including, but not limited to, in any 320 

regulation adopted by the commissioner pursuant to subsection (e) of 321 

this section. No advanced pharmacy technician shall be counted toward 322 

the ratio of pharmacy technicians to supervising pharmacists. 323 

(2) If a pharmacy employs an advanced pharmacy technician, the 324 

pharmacy shall, in addition to satisfying the requirements set forth in 325 

subdivision (1) of this subsection, not allow the advanced pharmacy 326 

technician to perform any final verification under subparagraph (A) of 327 

subdivision (1) of subsection (c) of this section unless such advanced 328 

pharmacy technician, in performing such final verification, uses a 329 

technology that includes images of each drug that such advanced 330 

pharmacy technician reviews in performing such final verification. The 331 

provisions of this subdivision shall not apply to an institutional 332 

pharmacy. 333 

(3) If an institutional pharmacy employs an advanced pharmacy 334 

technician, the institutional pharmacy shall, in addition to satisfying the 335 

requirements set forth in subdivision (1) of this subsection, not allow the 336 

advanced pharmacy technician to perform any final verification under 337 

subparagraph (A) of subdivision (2) of subsection (c) of this section 338 

unless such institutional pharmacy uses bar code scanning, or another 339 

technology or process approved by the department, at the point of 340 

administration to confirm accuracy in dispensing. 341 

(e) The commissioner shall adopt regulations, in accordance with the 342 

provisions of chapter 54 of the general statutes, to implement the 343 

provisions of this section. Such regulations shall, at a minimum, 344 

establish: (1) Requirements for performance of the competency 345 

assessment required under subparagraph (B) of subdivision (5) of 346 

subsection (b) of this section; (2) ratios of pharmacists to advanced 347 

pharmacy technicians; and (3) additional requirements concerning the 348 

duties of advanced pharmacy technicians. 349 

Sec. 3. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2024) (a) Except for an individual 350 

who is otherwise registered with, or licensed by, the department under 351 
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chapter 400j of the general statutes, each individual who will physically 352 

work in an area of a pharmacy or institutional pharmacy where 353 

controlled substances or other legend drugs are dispensed by, or under 354 

the supervision of, a pharmacist shall register with the department as a 355 

clerk in accordance with the provisions of this section. For the purposes 356 

of this section, an institutional pharmacy shall not be deemed to include 357 

any patient care area or automated prescription dispensing machine 358 

that is located outside of the area commonly known as the pharmacy. 359 

(b) (1) The department shall register as a clerk any individual who 360 

submits to the department, in a form and manner prescribed by the 361 

commissioner, (A) a complete application for registration as a clerk, and 362 

(B) the application fee required in section 20-601 of the general statutes, 363 

as amended by this act. 364 

(2) Each clerk registration issued under this section shall be issued in 365 

a form and manner prescribed by the commissioner, shall be valid for 366 

two years and may be renewed for successive two-year periods upon 367 

application and payment of the renewal fee required in section 20-601 368 

of the general statutes, as amended by this act. 369 

(3) The department shall not refuse to issue any clerk registration 370 

under this section, or refuse to renew any clerk registration issued under 371 

this section, because the applicant for such registration or renewal has 372 

been convicted of a felony, unless such refusal is rendered in accordance 373 

with the provisions of section 46a-80 of the general statutes. 374 

(c) A clerk may, under the direct supervision of a pharmacist, (1) 375 

handle dispensed drugs and deliver such drugs to patients, (2) collect 376 

patient demographic information, (3) collect a prescription number for 377 

the purposes of a refill, (4) deliver a drug to an automated prescription 378 

dispensing machine or other care-giving area within a care-giving 379 

institution or within a correctional or juvenile training institution, (5) 380 

perform the duties of a cashier, including, but not limited to, receiving 381 

payment for dispensed drugs, (6) conduct inventory management, (7) 382 

return to stock any product used to fill a prescription but not sold to a 383 
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patient, and (8) perform any other duties set forth in regulations 384 

adopted by the commissioner pursuant to subsection (e) of this section. 385 

(d) No clerk shall (1) review any drug to determine whether such 386 

drug is an appropriate treatment, (2) verify the accuracy of the 387 

prescription data entered into an electronic data processing system used 388 

by a pharmacy, an original prescription, the contents of a prescription 389 

label or the contents of a prescription container, (3) perform any task 390 

that requires any professional pharmaceutical judgment, or (4) 391 

participate in order entry. 392 

(e) The commissioner may adopt regulations, in accordance with the 393 

provisions of chapter 54 of the general statutes, to implement the 394 

provisions of this section, including, but not limited to, regulations 395 

establishing additional requirements for registration as a clerk. 396 

Sec. 4. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2024) (a) (1) A pharmacist or 397 

advanced pharmacy technician may, at the request of a patient, the 398 

patient's representative or the patient's prescribing practitioner, 399 

dispense to the patient compatible drugs in compliance packaging. 400 

(2) (A) If a patient's prescribing practitioner modifies the patient's 401 

prescription or prescriptions by, among other things, issuing any new 402 

prescription or discontinuing or deprescribing any drug that was 403 

previously dispensed to the patient in compliance packaging, the 404 

pharmacy that first dispensed such previously dispensed drug in such 405 

compliance packaging may, at the request of such patient, 406 

representative or prescribing practitioner and if such pharmacy 407 

documents such modification in writing, (i) accept such compliance 408 

packaging from such patient or representative, (ii) receive and remove 409 

any drugs from such returned compliance packaging and redispense 410 

such drugs to such patient, and (iii) dispense any newly prescribed and 411 

compatible drugs in the redispensed compliance packaging. 412 

(B) Any pharmacy that accepts any compliance packaging returned 413 

under this subdivision shall do so exclusively to (i) dispense to the 414 

patient any compatible drugs that are newly prescribed to such patient, 415 
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and (ii) redispense to the patient any drugs contained in such returned 416 

compliance packaging in the same quantities that were contained in 417 

such returned compliance packaging when such pharmacy accepted 418 

such returned compliance packaging. 419 

(C) Each pharmacy that redispenses any drug contained in any 420 

compliance packaging returned under this subdivision shall redispense 421 

such drug to the patient in (i) compliance packaging that exclusively 422 

contains drugs currently prescribed to such patient, or (ii) a separate 423 

container that is labeled in accordance with the provisions of section 20-424 

617 of the general statutes and subparagraph (D) of this subdivision. 425 

(D) If a pharmacy accepts any compliance packaging returned under 426 

this subdivision and such returned compliance packaging contains one 427

14o of the general statutes, only one sticker or label shall be affixed to 458 

such compliance packaging pursuant to section 20-636 of the general 459

(3) Be child-resistant unless the pharmacy provides to the patient, and 462 

the patient acknowledges and returns to the pharmacy, a waiver 463 

explaining that the drugs contained in the compliance packaging are not 464 

in a child-resistant container; 465 

(4) Identify, on each individual compartment, the name and strength 466 

of the drug or drugs contained in such compartment; 467 

(5) Not contain more than a ninety-day supply of any drug, as 468 

prescribed, except as otherwise provided in any applicable state or 469 

federal law; and 470 

(6) Be compliant with all applicable provisions of the United States 471 

Pharmacopeia, as amended from time to time. 472

compartment are compatible drugs; 476

in which such pharmacy dispensed such drug, the date such compliance 509 

packaging was prepared, the initials of the individual who prepared 510 

such compliance packaging and the initials of the individual who 511 

performed a final verification for such compliance packaging; 512 

(iii) The name, strength, lot number and national drug code number 513 

for such drug; 514 

(iv) The serial number of the prescription for such drug; and 515 

(v) A visual description of such drug; 516 

(B) A record of all items of compliance packaging that the pharmacy 517 

accepts from a patient for return and redispensing to the patient in the 518 

manner set forth in subdivision (2) of subsection (a) of this section, 519 

which record shall include at least the following for each such item of 520 

compliance packaging: 521 

(i) The patient's name and address; 522

(D) A record of all drugs that the pharmacy redispenses to a patient 555 

in any container, other than compliance packaging, in the manner set 556 

forth in subdivision (2) of subsection (a) of this section, which record 557 

shall include at least the following for each such drug: 558 

(i) The patient's name and address; 559 

(ii) The date such drug was prepared for redispensing in such 560

regulations adopted pursuant to subsection (d) of this section may 855 

administer an epinephrine cartridge injector, as defined in section 19a-856

such pharmacist's knowledge and training, is experiencing anaphylaxis, 858 

regardless of whether such patient has a prescription for an epinephrine 859 

cartridge injector. Such pharmacist, or such pharmacist's designee, shall 860 

call the 9-1-1 emergency telephone number either before or immediately 861 

after such pharmacist administers the epinephrine cartridge injector to 862 

such patient. Such pharmacist shall document the date, time and 863 

circumstances in which such pharmacist administered such epinephrine 864 

cartridge injector, and maintain such documentation for at least three 865 

years.

(c) (1) A certified and registered pharmacy technician may administer 867 

a vaccine to a patient at a pharmacy if: (A) The managing pharmacist of 868

course of hands-on training, certified by the American Council for 871 

Pharmacy Education, concerning the administration of vaccines, (ii) has 872
