AN ACT DESIGNATING ANN PETRY DAY. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That section 10-29a of the general statutes be amended to designate 1 

the tenth day of May of each year as Ann Petry Day, in recognition of 2 

her contribution to literature as the first African-American female 3 

author to sell more than a million copies of a novel. 4

who lived in Old Saybrook.
