A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

To amend Chapter 50 of Title 43 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to1

veterinarians and veterinary technicians, so as to change certain provisions relating to2

definitions relative to such chapter;  to change certain provisions relating to exemptions from3

licensing and registration requirements; to change certain provisions relating to veterinary4

technicians; to provide for legislative purpose; to authorize the practice of veterinary5

technology by veterinary technicians under certain circumstances; to change certain6

provisions relating to application for license as a licensed veterinary technician, and7

responsibility of the State Board of Veterinary Medicine; to change certain provisions8

relating to scheduling and administration of examinations, reexamination, and reactivation;9

to change certain provisions relating to supervision required and prohibited activities of10

technicians; to change certain provisions relating to posting notice of use of veterinary11

technicians, proper identification, limitation on number of technicians supervised and12

employed, and exceptions; to change certain provisions relating to veterinarian responsibility13

for veterinary technician's violations of duties; to authorize the practice of veterinary14

technology by veterinary assistants under certain circumstances; to provide for supervision15

and utilization of veterinary assistants; to provide for posting notice of use of veterinary16

assistants and proper identification; to provide for authority to enact rules and regulations;17

to amend Article 11 of Chapter 3 of Title 38 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated,18

relating to military, emergency management, and veterans affairs generally, so as to revise19

a cross-reference; to repeal conflicting laws; and for other purposes.20

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF GEORGIA:21

SECTION 1.22

Chapter 50 of Title 43 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated, relating to veterinarians23

and veterinary technicians, is amended by revising said chapter to read as follows:24
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"CHAPTER 5025

ARTICLE 126

43-50-1.27

This chapter shall be known and may be cited as the 'Georgia Veterinary Practice Act.' 28

43-50-2.29

This chapter is enacted as an exercise of the powers of the state to promote the public30

health, safety, and welfare by safeguarding the people of this state against incompetent,31

dishonest, or unprincipled practitioners of veterinary medicine or veterinary technology.32

It is the purpose of this chapter to promote, preserve, and protect the public health, safety,33

and welfare of the people of this state by and through the effective control and regulation34

of persons who are licensed veterinarians and licensed veterinary technicians in this state;35

to provide a uniform state-wide regulatory scheme to be enforced by the board through the36

Georgia Veterinary Practice Act; and to provide the board with oversight of the persons37

practicing veterinary medicine within this state.38

43-50-3.39

As used in this chapter, the term:40

(1)  'Accredited college or school of veterinary medicine' means any veterinary college41

or school or division of a university or college that offers the degree of Doctor of42

Veterinary Medicine or its equivalent and that conforms to the standards required for43

accreditation by the American Veterinary Medical Association Council on Education or44

its successor organization.45

(2)  'Animal' means any animal other than man and includes fowl, birds, fish, and reptiles,46

wild or domestic, living or dead.47

(3)  'AVMA accredited 'Accredited program in veterinary technology' means any48

postsecondary educational program of two or more academic years that has fulfilled the49

essential criteria established by the Committee on Veterinary Technician Education and50

Activities and approved by the American Veterinary Medical Association or its successor51

organization.52

(3)  'Animal' means any animal other than human and includes fowl, birds, fish, and53

reptiles, wild or domestic, living or dead.54

(4)  'Animal patient' means an animal or group of animals examined or treated by a55

licensed veterinarian.56
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(5)  'Animal shelter' means a public or private humane society, animal shelter, society for57

the prevention of cruelty to animals, animal protection or control agency, rescue group,58

or other similar organization, that provides shelter and care for homeless animals.59

(6)  'Approved program of continuing education' means an educational program approved60

by the board or offered by an approved provider of continuing education.61

(7)  'Approved provider of continuing education' means any individual, university, or62

college, or other entity that has met the requirements of the board to provide educational63

courses that are designed to assure continued competence in the practice of veterinary64

medicine or veterinary technology.65

(4)(8)  'Board' means the State Board of Veterinary Medicine.66

(5)  'Direct supervision' means that the licensed veterinarian is on the premises and is67

quickly and easily available and that the animal patient has been examined by a licensed68

veterinarian at such time as acceptable veterinary medical practice requires, consistent69

with the particular delegated animal health care task.70

(9)  'Client' means a person who has engaged the service of a licensed veterinarian for the71

care of an animal within their scope of control as an owner or caretaker of such animal.72

(10)  'Complementary, alternative, and integrative therapies' means a heterogeneous73

group of preventive, diagnostic, and therapeutic philosophies and practices that include,74

but are not limited to, veterinary acupuncture, acutherapy, and acupressure; veterinary75

homeopathy; veterinary manual or manipulative therapy; veterinary nutraceutical therapy;76

and veterinary phytotherapy.77

(11)  'Consultation' means the act of a licensed veterinarian receiving advice in person,78

telephonically, electronically, or by any other method of communication from a79

veterinarian licensed in this or any other state or other person whose expertise, in the80

opinion of the licensed veterinarian, may benefit an animal patient.81

(12)  'Continuing education' means training which is designed to assure continued82

competence in the practice of veterinary medicine or veterinary technology.83

(13)  'Direct supervision' means oversight by a licensed veterinarian located on the same84

premises where an animal is being treated, who is quickly and easily available.85

(6)(14)  'ECFVG certificate or its substantial equivalent' means a certificate issued by the86

American Veterinary Medical Association Educational Commission for Foreign87

Veterinary Graduates or its successor organization indicating the holder has demonstrated88

knowledge and skill equivalent to that possessed by a graduate of an accredited college89

of veterinary medicine.90

(15)  'Extralabel use' means the actual use or intended use of a drug in an animal in a91

manner that is not in accordance with the approved labeling.  This includes, but is not92

limited to, use in species not listed in the labeling; use for indications, disease, or other93
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conditions not listed in the labeling; use at dosage levels, frequencies, or routes of94

administration other than those stated in the labeling; and deviation from the labeled95

withdrawal time based on such different uses.96

(16)  'Food animal' means any animal that is raised for the production of an edible97

product intended for consumption by humans or is itself intended for consumption.  Such98

term shall include, but is not limited to, eggs, cattle, beef or dairy, swine, sheep, goats,99

poultry, nonornamental fish, and any other animal designated by the veterinarian as a100

food animal.101

(7)(17)  'Immediate supervision' means the oversight by a licensed veterinarian is located102

in the immediate area and within audible and visual range of the animal patient and the103

person treating the animal patient.104

(8)(18)  'Indirect supervision' means the oversight by a licensed veterinarian is not105

required to be on the premises but when such licensed veterinarian has given either106

written or oral instructions for the treatment of the animal patient and the animal has been107

examined by a licensed veterinarian at such times as acceptable veterinary medical108

practice requires, consistent with the particular delegated health care task and is readily109

available by telephone or other forms of immediate communication.110

(19)  'Informed consent' means the veterinarian has presented treatment options, and111

made reasonable efforts to inform the client, verbally or in writing, of the diagnostic and112

treatment options, risk assessment, and prognosis, which are appropriate and probable for113

the case in the veterinarian's judgment following the standard of care, which the114

veterinarian agrees to provide and the client consents to have performed.115

(9)(20)  'Licensed veterinarian' means a person who is validly and currently licensed to116

practice veterinary medicine in this state.117

(21)  'Livestock' means farm animals, animals that produce tangible personal property for118

sale, or animals that are processed, manufactured, or converted into articles of tangible119

personal property for sale. The term does not include living animals that are commonly120

regarded as domestic pets or companion animals.121

(22)  'PAVE certificate or its substantial equivalent' means a certificate issued by the122

American Association of Veterinary State Boards or its successor organization indicating123

the holder has demonstrated knowledge and skill equivalent to that possessed by a124

graduate of an accredited college of veterinary medicine.125

(10)(23)  'Person' means any individual, firm, partnership, limited liability company,126

association, joint venture, cooperative, and corporation or any other group or combination127

acting in concert; and whether or not acting as a principal, trustee, fiduciary, receiver, or128

as any other kind of legal or personal representative, or as the successor in interest,129
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assignee, agent, factor, servant, employee, member, director, officer, or any other130

representative of such person.131

(11)(24)  'Practice veterinary medicine' or 'practice of veterinary medicine' means:132

(A)  To diagnose, treat, correct, change, relieve, or prevent animal disease, deformity,133

defect, injury, or other physical or mental conditions, including the prescription134

prescribing, administration, or dispensing of any prescription drug, medicine, biologic,135

apparatus, application, anesthetic, or other therapeutic or diagnostic substance or136

technique on, for, or to any animal, including, but not limited to, the use of137

complementary, alternative, and integrative therapies, acupuncture, animal dentistry,138

manual or mechanical adjustment procedures, physical therapy, rehabilitation, surgery,139

diagnostic veterinary pathology, any manual, mechanical, biological, or chemical140

procedure used for pregnancy testing or for correcting sterility or infertility, or to render141

advice or recommendations with regard to any of the above; but not including such142

administration or dispensing pursuant to prescription or direction of a licensed143

veterinarian;144

(B)(i)  To apply or use any instrument or device on any portion of an animal's tooth,145

gum, or any related tissue for the prevention, cure, or relief of any wound, fracture,146

injury, disease, or other condition of an animal's tooth, gum, or related tissue.147

(ii)  To engage in preventive dental procedures on animals, including, but not limited148

to, the removal of calculus, soft deposits, plaque, or stains or the smoothing, filing,149

or polishing of tooth surfaces.150

(iii)  Nothing in this subparagraph shall prohibit any person from utilizing cotton151

swabs, gauze, dental floss, dentifrice, toothbrushes, or similar items to clean an152

animal's teeth;153

(C)  To represent, directly or indirectly, publicly or privately, an ability and willingness154

to do any act described in subparagraphs (A) and (B) of this paragraph;155

(D)  To use any title, words, abbreviation, or letters in a manner or under circumstances156

which induce the belief that the person using them is legally authorized or qualified to157

perform an act included in this paragraph.  Such use shall be evidence of the intention158

to represent oneself as engaged in the practice of veterinary medicine;159

(E)  To apply principles of environmental sanitation, food inspection, environmental160

pollution control, zoonotic disease control, and disaster medicine in the promotion and161

protection of public health as it specifically relates to animals.  This subparagraph shall162

apply only to licensed veterinarians and not to other qualified individuals persons;163

(F)  To collect blood or other samples for the purpose of diagnosing diseases or related164

conditions.  This subparagraph shall not apply to unlicensed professionals employed by165
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or under contract with the United States Department of Agriculture or the Georgia166

Department of Agriculture who are engaged in their official duties; or167

(G)  To administer a rabies vaccination to any animal that the state requires to be168

vaccinated.169

(25)  'Practice veterinary technology' or 'veterinary technology' means:170

(A)  To perform animal patient care or other services that require a technical171

understanding of veterinary medicine by a licensed veterinary technician on the basis172

of written or oral instruction of a licensed veterinarian, excluding diagnosing,173

prognosing, performing surgery, prescribing, or dispensing;174

(B)  To represent, directly or indirectly, publicly or privately, an ability and willingness175

to engage in any act described in subparagraph (A) of this paragraph; or176

(C)  To use any title, words, abbreviation, or letters, while engaged in the practice of177

licensed veterinary technology, in a manner or under circumstances that induce the178

belief that the person using them is qualified to engage in an act included in179

subparagraph (A) of this paragraph.180

(12)(26)  'Prescription drug' includes any medicine, medication, or pharmaceutical or181

biological product whose manufacturer's label must, pursuant to federal or state law, have182

the following statement printed on its packaging: 'Federal law restricts this drug to use183

by or on the order of a licensed veterinarian'; or any over-the-counter product that is used184

in a manner different from the label directions and that by definition requires a valid185

veterinarian-client-animal patient relationship for prescription prescribing or dispensing.186

(13)  Reserved.187

(14)(27)  'Veterinarian' means a person who has received a doctorate degree in veterinary188

medicine from a college or school of veterinary medicine.189

(15)(28)  'Veterinarian-client-animal patient relationship' means that:190

(A)  The licensed veterinarian has assumed the responsibility for making medical191

judgments regarding the health of the animal and the need for medical treatment, and192

the client (owner or caretaker) has agreed to follow the instruction of has given193

informed consent for services provided by the licensed veterinarian;194

(B)  There is sufficient knowledge of the animal by the licensed veterinarian to initiate195

at least a general or preliminary diagnosis of the medical condition of the animal;196

provided, however, that such relationship cannot be established solely by telephone,197

computer, or other electronic means.  This means that the section is not intended to198

prevent a licensed veterinarian has recently seen and is personally acquainted with the199

keeping and care of the animal by the virtue of examination of the animal or by200

medically appropriate and timely visits to the premises where the animal is kept or by201

medically appropriate and timely visits by the licensed veterinarian to premises within202

an operation or production system where the animal or groups of animals are kept from203

using technology to examine an animal patient; and204

(C)  A licensed veterinarian is readily available for follow up in the case of adverse205

reactions or failure of the regimen of therapy care or consultation or has arranged for:206

(i)  Veterinary emergency coverage; and207

(ii)  Continuing care and treatment by another licensed veterinarian, including208

providing a copy of associated records during normal business hours; and209

(D)  The licensed veterinarian develops and maintains appropriate medical records.210

(15.1)(29)  'Veterinary assistant' means a person who engages has been delegated by a211

licensed veterinarian to engage in certain aspects of the practice of veterinary technology212

but is not registered licensed by the board for such purpose.213

(16)(30)  'Veterinary facility' means any premises owned or operated by a veterinarian214

or his or her employer where the practice of veterinary medicine occurs, including but not215

limited to veterinary hospitals, clinics, or mobile clinics; provided, however, that such216

term does not include a client's private property where a licensed veterinarian treats the217

client's animals.218

(31)(A)  'Veterinary feed directive' means a written statement issued by a licensed219

veterinarian in the course of the veterinarian's professional practice that orders the use220

of a VFD drug or combination VFD drug in or on animal feed.  This written statement221

authorizes the client to obtain and use animal feed bearing or containing a VFD drug222

or combination VFD drug to treat such animals only in accordance with the conditions223

for use approved, conditionally approved, or indexed by the United States Food and224

Drug Administration.225

(B)  As used in this paragraph, the term:226

(i)  'Combination VFD' means a combination new animal drug, as defined in Section227

514.4(c)(1)(i) of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, intended for use in or on228

animal feed which is limited by an approved application filed under Section 512(b)229

of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, a conditionally approved application230

filed under Section 571 of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, or an index231

listing under Section 572 of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act to use under232

the professional supervision of a licensed veterinarian, and at least one of the new233

animal drugs in the combination is a VFD drug.  Use of animal feed bearing or234

containing a combination VFD drug must be authorized by a lawful veterinary feed235

directive.236

(ii)  'VFD drug' means a drug intended for use in or on animal feed which is limited237

by an approved application filed pursuant to Section 512(b) of the Federal Food,238

Drug, and Cosmetic Act, a conditionally approved application filed pursuant to239
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Section 571 of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, or an index listing under240

Section 572 of the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, to use under the241

professional supervision of a licensed veterinarian.  Use of animal feed bearing or242

containing a VFD drug must be authorized by a lawful veterinary feed directive.243

(17)  'Veterinary medicine' includes veterinary surgery, obstetrics, dentistry, and all other244

branches or specialties of veterinary medicine.245

(18)(32)  'Veterinary technician' means a licensed person who engages in the practice of246

veterinary technology and on the basis of his or her qualifications is validly and currently247

registered licensed by the board for such purpose.248

(19)(33)  'Veterinary technology' means the science and art of providing certain aspects249

of professional medical care and treatment for animals and the practice of veterinary250

medicine as may be delegated and supervised by a licensed veterinarian and performed251

by a person who is not a licensed veterinarian.252

ARTICLE 2253

43-50-20.254

(a)  There shall be a State Board of Veterinary Medicine, the members of which shall be255

appointed by the Governor with the approval of the Secretary of State and confirmation by256

the Senate.  The board shall consist of six members, each appointed for a term of five years257

or until his or her successor is appointed.  Five members of the board shall be duly licensed258

veterinarians actually engaged in active practice for at least five years prior to appointment.259

The sixth member shall be appointed from the public at large and shall in no way be260

connected with the practice of veterinary medicine.  Those members of the State Board of261

Veterinary Medicine serving on July 1, 2003, shall continue to serve as members of the262

board until the expiration of the term for which they were appointed.  Thereafter,263

successors to such board members shall be appointed in accordance with this Code section.264

A majority of the board shall constitute a quorum.265

(b)  Vacancies due to death, resignation, removal, or otherwise shall be filled for the266

remainder of the unexpired term in the same manner as regular appointments.  No person267

shall serve two consecutive five-year terms, but a person appointed for a term of less than268

five years may succeed himself or herself.269

(c)  No person may serve on the board who is, or was during the two years preceding his270

or her appointment, a member of the faculty, trustees, or advisory board of a veterinary271

school.272

(d)(c)  Each member of the board shall be reimbursed as provided for in subsection (f) of273

Code Section 43-1-2.274
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(e)(d)  Any member of the board may be removed by the Governor after a hearing by the275

board determines cause for removal.276

(f)(e)  The board shall meet at least once each year at the time fixed by the board.  Other277

necessary meetings may be called by the president of the board by giving such notice as278

shall be established by the board.  Meetings shall be open and public except that the board279

may meet in closed session to prepare, approve, administer, or grade examinations or to280

deliberate the qualifications of an applicant for license or the disposition of a proceeding281

to discipline a licensed veterinarian as set forth in Code Section 50-14-3.282

(g)(f)  At its annual meeting, the board shall organize by electing a president and such other283

officers as may be required by the board.  Officers of the board serve for terms of one year284

and until a successor is elected, without limitation on the number of terms an officer may285

serve.  The president shall chair the board meetings.286

43-50-21.287

(a)  The board shall have the power to:288

(1)  Examine and determine the qualifications and fitness of applicants for licenses or289

registrations to practice veterinary medicine and veterinary technology in this state;290

(2)  Issue, renew, refuse to renew, deny, suspend, or revoke licenses or registrations to291

practice veterinary medicine or veterinary technology in this state or otherwise discipline292

licensed veterinarians and registered licensed veterinary technicians; and to issue, renew,293

deny, suspend, or revoke veterinary faculty licenses, consistent with this chapter and the294

rules and regulations adopted under this chapter;295

(3)  Conduct investigations for the purpose of discovering violations of this chapter or296

grounds for disciplining persons licensed or registered under this chapter;297

(4)  Inspect veterinary premises and equipment, including mobile veterinary clinics, at298

any time in accordance with protocols established by rule of the board;299

(4)(5)  Hold hearings on all matters properly brought before the board; and, in connection300

therewith, to administer oaths, receive evidence, make the necessary determinations, and301

enter orders consistent with the findings.  The board may designate one or more of its302

members to serve as its hearing officer;303

(5)(6)  Appoint from its own membership one member to act as a representative of the304

board at any meeting within or outside the state where such representative is deemed305

desirable;306

(6)(7)  Bring proceedings in the courts for the enforcement of this chapter or any307

regulations made pursuant to this chapter; and308

(7)(8)  Adopt, amend, or repeal all rules necessary for its government and all regulations309

necessary to carry this chapter into effect, including without limitation the establishment310
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and print or electronic publication of standards of professional conduct for the practice311

of veterinary medicine and veterinary technology; and312

(9)  Establish and publish annually a schedule of fees for licensing.313

(b)  The powers enumerated in subsection (a) of this Code section are granted for the314

purpose of enabling the board to supervise effectively the practice of veterinary medicine315

and veterinary technology and are to be construed liberally to accomplish this objective316

these objectives.317

ARTICLE 3318

Part 1319

43-50-30.320

(a)  No person may practice veterinary medicine in this state who is not a licensed321

veterinarian or the holder of a valid temporary license issued by the division director322

pursuant to this article.323

(b) A licensed veterinarian may practice veterinary medicine as an employee of a324

corporation, partnership, or other business organization, provided the articles of325

incorporation, partnership, or business organization documents clearly state that the326

licensed veterinarian is not subject to the direction of anyone not licensed to practice327

veterinary medicine in Georgia in making veterinary medical decisions or judgments.328

43-50-31.329

(a)  Any person desiring a license to practice veterinary medicine in this state shall make330

application to the board.  The application shall include evidence, satisfactory to the board,331

that:332

(1)  The applicant has attained the age of 18;333

(2)  The applicant is of good moral character;334

(3)  The applicant is a graduate of an accredited college or a school of veterinary335

medicine accredited by the American Veterinary Medical Association Council on336

Education or possesses an ECFVG or PAVE certificate or its substantial equivalent;337

(4)  The applicant has passed a board approved examination; provided, however, that the338

board may provide by rule or regulation for a waiver of any part of such examination for339

veterinarians who are licensed as such by another state and who are in good standing340

therewith; and341

(5)  The applicant meets such other qualifications or provides such other information as342

the board may require by rule.343

(b)  The application shall be accompanied by a fee in the amount established by the board.344
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(c)  The division director shall record the new licenses and issue a certificate of registration345

to the new licensees.346

(d)  If an applicant is found not qualified for licensure, the board shall notify the applicant347

in writing of such finding and the grounds therefor.  Such applicant may request a hearing348

before the board on the questions of his or her qualifications.349

43-50-32.350

(a)  The board shall hold at least one license examination during each year and may hold351

such additional license examinations as are necessary.352

(b)  After each examination, the division director shall notify each examinee of the result353

of his or her examination.  If an applicant fails a license examination, the applicant may354

take a subsequent examination upon payment of the registration and examination fees.  No355

person may take the examination more than three times without review and approval by the356

board.  Approval may be provided under such circumstances as the board deems357

appropriate.358

43-50-33.359

Any person holding a valid license to practice veterinary medicine in this state on July 1,360

2003, shall be recognized as a licensed veterinarian and shall be entitled to retain this status361

so long as he or she complies with this article, including biennial renewal of the license.362

Part 2363

43-50-40.364

(a)  All licenses and registrations under this article shall be renewable biennially.365

(b)  Any person who shall practice veterinary medicine or veterinary technology after the366

expiration of his or her license or registration and willfully or by neglect fail to renew such367

license or registration shall be practicing in violation of this article, provided that any368

person may renew an expired license or registration within the period established by the369

division director in accordance with Code Section 43-1-4 by making application for370

renewal and paying the applicable fees.  After the time period established by the division371

director has elapsed, such license or registration may be reinstated in accordance with the372

rules of the board.373

(c)  The board may, by rule, waive the continuing education requirements and the payment374

of the renewal fee of a licensed veterinarian or registered licensed veterinary technician375

during the period when he or she is on active duty with any branch of the armed forces of376
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the United States, not to exceed the longer of three years or the duration of a national377

emergency.378

(d)(1)  The board shall establish a program of continuing professional veterinary medical379

education requirements for the renewal of veterinary licenses.  Notwithstanding any other380

provision of this article, no license to practice veterinary medicine or veterinary381

technology shall be renewed by the board or the division director until the licensed382

veterinarian licensee submits to the board satisfactory proof of his or her participation,383

during the biennium preceding his or her application for renewal, in approved programs384

of continuing education, as defined in this Code section.  The amount of continuing385

veterinary medical education required of licensed veterinarians licensees per biennium386

by the board under this paragraph shall not be less than 30 hours for veterinarians and not387

be less than ten hours for veterinary technicians and shall be established by board rule.388

(2)  Continuing professional veterinary medical education shall consist of educational389

programs providing training pertinent to the practice of veterinary medicine and390

veterinary technology and approved by the board under this Code section.  The board391

may approve educational programs for persons practicing veterinary medicine or392

veterinary technology in this state on a reasonable nondiscriminatory fee basis and may393

contract with institutions of higher learning, professional organizations, or qualified394

individuals persons for the provision of approved programs.  In addition to such395

programs, the board may allow the continuing education requirement to be fulfilled by396

the completion of approved distance learning courses, with the number of hours being397

established by board rule.398

(3)  The board may, consistent with the requirements of this Code section, promulgate399

rules and regulations to implement and administer this Code section, including the400

establishment of a committee to prescribe standards, and approve and contract for401

educational programs, and set the required minimum number of hours per year.402

(e)  The board shall provide by regulation for an inactive status license or registration for403

those individuals persons who elect to apply for such status.  Persons who are granted404

inactive status shall not engage in the practice of veterinary medicine or veterinary405

technology and shall be exempt from the requirements of continuing veterinary medical406

education during such inactivity.407
