A RESOLUTION

Honoring the life of Mr. Mike Gibbs and dedicating a road in his memory; and for other

purposes.

Catherine Green Humphreys and Hunter Thornton Humphreys and son of Vernon Gibbs, Sr.;

and

WHEREAS, Mr. Gibbs worked closely with the United States Army and provided superb
service in supply chain sales for U.S. Army facilities across the Southeast before becoming
the third generational owner of his family's restaurant, Mike's Ellijay Restaurant, which is

known for its delicious country cooking, political patrons, and family-like atmosphere; and
WHEREAS, he diligently and conscientiously devoted innumerable hours of his time,

talents, and energy toward the betterment of his community and state as evidenced
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dramatically by his superlative and lengthy service as Chairman of the Ellijay-Gilmer County

WHEREAS, as a cherished member of his community, Mr. Gibbs will be long be
remembered for his sense of humor and quick wit and known by many for his big heart,

generosity of spirit, and willingness to help others; and

Road in Gilmer County is dedicated as the Mike Gibbs Memorial Highway.

Highway.
