WHEREAS, Spurgeon William Clark III, MD, has long been recognized by the citizens of3

this state for the vital role that he has played in leadership and his deep personal commitment4

to the welfare of the citizens of Georgia; and5

WHEREAS, he has diligently and conscientiously devoted innumerable hours of his time,6

talents, and energy toward the betterment of his community and state as evidenced7

dramatically by his superlative service as an ophthalmologist; and8

WHEREAS, Dr. Clark's significant organizational and leadership talents, remarkable9

patience and diplomacy, keen sense of vision, and sensitivity to the needs of the citizens of10

this state have earned him the respect and admiration of his colleagues and associates; and11

WHEREAS, since 1981, Dr. Clark has been a member of the American Medical Association12

and is currently an ophthalmologist at the Clark Eye Center in Waycross, Georgia; and13

WHEREAS, he has served as the president of the Medical Association of Georgia, chair of18

the American Academy of Ophthalmology's PAC, and chair of the Georgia delegation and19

Southeastern delegation to the American Medical Association; and20

WHEREAS, Dr. Clark established the Georgia Physicians Leadership Academy, which has21

trained over 120 emerging physician leaders who now serve and will continue to serve the22
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Medical Association of Georgia at every level, where he is known as the "Jedi Master" to his23

"Jedi," the physician leaders going through each class; and24

WHEREAS, he has received numerous awards and recognition for his contributions to the25

medical field, including the Medical Association of Georgia's Physicians Distinguished26

Service Award, the Georgia Chapter of the American College of Physicians' Leadership27

Award, and the American Academy of Ophthalmology's National Outstanding Advocate's28

Award; and29

WHEREAS, he is a person of magnanimous strengths with an unimpeachable reputation for30

integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness; and31

WHEREAS, Dr. Clark has been blessed with three remarkable daughters, Victoria, Evelyn,32

and Alora, and an amazing grandchild named Archer; and33

WHEREAS, Dr. Clark is passionate about his heritage and about Waycross-Ware County,34

especially the Okefenokee Swamp Park, serving as its board chairman and interim executive35

WHEREAS, he is instrumental in the advancement of the OSP Society, raising a substantial37

WHEREAS, the OSP Society operates with the mission of supporting youth educational39

opportunities, conserving natural resources, and managing wildlife; and40

Island Retreat on St. Simons Island for a week each year in the month of May, and celebrated43
