WHEREAS, she embodies resilience and compassion and, to many, she is a mother figure,18

friend, daughter, and activist, a survivor who has weathered storms with grace; and19

WHEREAS, in Atlanta, she shares her life with her husband and her beloved pet, King, while20

serving as a beacon of wisdom and strength as a transgender elder; and21

WHEREAS, Pamela E. Guy has established a glowing reputation of renown throughout22

Georgia for her energy, devotion, and commitment to LGBTQ equality; and23

WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this24

extraordinary servant leader be appropriately recognized.25
