A RESOLUTION

Recognizing and commending the Georgia Teen Republicans for their history and

WHEREAS, State Chairman Brooks Fletcher of North Oconee High School began his
political career working on Representative Dale Rutledge's State House campaign in 2012,
and since then, he has volunteered on several state campaigns, worked with the Senate and
House of Representatives PAGE programs, and become the Legislative Director of Young

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WHEREAS, he graduates from North Oconee High School in May, 2017, and plans to earn
a law degree from the University of Georgia with the intent to run for public office in the
