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WHEREAS, after his legislative career, he was elected to the Georgia Department of
Transportation Board, where he served as vice chair and advocated for transportation

improvements in middle Georgia; and

WHEREAS, Julian Ward Edwards was united in love and marriage to his wife of 64 years,

Billie, and the two were blessed with one remarkable daughter, Hallie; and

WHEREAS, he gave inspiration to many through his high ideals, morals, and deep concern
for his fellow citizens, and the devotion, patience, and understanding he demonstrated to his

family and friends were admired by others; and

WHEREAS, he was a person of magnanimous strengths with an unimpeachable reputation
for integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness, and by the example he made of his life, he

made this world a better place in which to live; and

WHEREAS, a compassionate and generous man, Julian Ward Edwards will long be
remembered for his love of family, friendship, and community and will be missed by all who

had the great fortune of knowing him.
