WHEREAS, during their first year of varsity competition, the Wolverines qualified for the
Region 6-AAAA State Playoffs and made it all the way to the "Sweet Sixteen"; in this
2015-2016 season, the Wolverines bring back seven players from a state quarterfinalist

squad; and

WHEREAS, key team players and leaders include Alterique Gilbert, Raylon Richardson,
Aaron Augustine, Joshua Jackmon, Naquante Hardy, Aidan Saunders, and Colin Young, all

of whom are all being recruited at the Division I level; and
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WHEREAS, other promising members include Kevin Paige, Frank Smith, and George

Wilson, who provide a great deal of depth to a very young and talented team; and

WHEREAS, the Wolverines opened this season ranked number 24 in the nation by USA
Today.
