WHEREAS, as additional testament to her status as a trailblazer for women in broadcasting,
she is further recognized as the first woman to announce the game for FAMU and TSU
Football Classic and the first radio personality to be Grand Marshal of the Martin Luther
King March for 2003; and
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WHEREAS, civic and youth organizations, schools and citizens' groups, and the City of
Atlanta have all recognized her tireless efforts with numerous awards, including the honor
of carrying the torch during the 2004 Olympic Torch Relay preceding the Atlanta Games;

WHEREAS, this distinguished gentlewoman has given inspiration to many through her high
ideals, morals, and deep concern for her fellow citizens, and she possesses the vast wisdom
which only comes through experience and the strength of character which is achieved

through overcoming the many challenges of life; and

integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness; and
