WHEREAS, he has accomplished an additional athletic feat, reaching the state traditional17

championship meet as a wrestler in the 152-pound weight class; and18

WHEREAS, for this exemplary student-athlete, discovering stability after experiencing a19

period of such uncertainty is an achievement in its own right; and20
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WHEREAS, it is abundantly fitting and proper that the outstanding accomplishments of this21

remarkable and distinguished Georgian be appropriately recognized.22
