Memorial United Methodist Church in Atlanta, where he played the organ for 48 years, in18

addition to his 24 years as the organist for Linden CME Church; and19

WHEREAS, this distinguished gentleman has given inspiration to many through his high20

ideals, morals, and deep concern for his fellow citizens, and he possesses the vast wisdom21
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which only comes through experience and the strength of character which is achieved22

through overcoming the many challenges of life; and23

integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness; and25
