January 24, 1938, in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania when 20 mothers came together to discuss7

creating an organization to provide social, cultural, and educational opportunities for youth8

between the ages of two and 19 and in 1946, ten chapters were involved in the national9

restructuring process where a constitution and bylaws were drawn up and the organization10

was incorporated under the laws of the state of Delaware; and11

WHEREAS, today, this organization has 262 chapters nationwide, representing 50,00012

families in seven regions with each chapter planning annual programming activities guided13

under a national theme, and through service projects, it creates a medium of contact for14

children to stimulate their growth and development; and15
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WHEREAS, the Jack and Jill of America Foundation, Inc., is the philanthropic arm of Jack16

and Jill of America, Inc., and since its inception in 1968, the Foundation has distributed17

millions of dollars to communities all across America; and18
