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WHEREAS, he also had a passion for serving the community and was a faithful servant in15

many organizations such as the Ag South Farm Credit Board, the Ag First Farm Credit16

Board, the Farm Credit Council, and the Henry County Farm Bureau; and17

WHEREAS, he was a member of the Henry County Water Authority Board from 2005,18

including 11 years as chairman, and spent 18 years as an elected member of the Henry19

County Board of Education; and20

WHEREAS, a man of deep and abiding faith, he was an active member of Bethany Baptist21

Church; and22

WHEREAS, he was united in love and marriage to his wife, Kathy Lewis Carter, and was23

blessed with three remarkable children Holly, Carmen, and Jake; and nine wonderful24

grandchildren, Mallory, Madison, Chad, Bailey, Hailey, Bo, Karson, Kennedy, and Coan;25

WHEREAS, he gave inspiration to many through his high ideals, morals, and deep concern27

for his fellow citizens, and the devotion, patience, and understanding he demonstrated to his28

family and friends were admired by others; and29
