WHEREAS, Dr. Keith is a member of the Georgia and Henry County Retired Educators

Association, where she served as president. She is a charter member of the East Metro
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Orchids, where she served as the chartering secretary and is currently serving as 2nd vice

president; and

WHEREAS, in 2018, Dr. Keith received a Hidden Figure Award and was bestowed an
Honorary Doctorate from American Bible University. In 2020, she received the Vanguard
Award for Excellence in Leadership from National Women of Achievement, Inc., and on
July 22, 2021, she received a Lifetime Achievement Award from Real Women Atlanta

Magazine.
