RELATING TO CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES; AMENDING SECTION 37-2705, IDAHO CODE, TO2

REVISE THE LIST OF SCHEDULE I CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES; AMENDING SECTION3
37-2709, IDAHO CODE, TO PROVIDE AN EXCLUSION AND TO MAKE A TECHNICAL4
CORRECTION; AMENDING SECTION 37-2713, IDAHO CODE, TO REVISE THE LIST OF5
SCHEDULE V DRUGS AND SUBSTANCES; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.6

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:7

SECTION 1. That Section 37-2705, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby8
amended to read as follows:9

SECTION 2. That Section 37-2709, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby25
amended to read as follows:26

37-2709. SCHEDULE III. (a) Schedule III shall consist of the drugs and27
other substances, by whatever official name, common or usual name, chemical28
name, or brand name designated, listed in this section.29

(b) Stimulants. Unless specifically excepted or unless listed in30
another schedule, any material, compound, mixture, or preparation which31
contains any quantity of the following substances having a stimulant ef-32
fect on the central nervous system, including its salts, isomers, (whether33
optical or geometric), and salts of such isomers whenever the existence of34
such salts, isomers, and salts of isomers is possible within the specific35
chemical designation:36

(1) Those compounds, mixtures, or preparations in dosage unit form con-37
taining any stimulant substances listed in schedule II which compounds,38
mixtures, or preparations were listed as excepted compounds under 2139
CFR 1308.32, and any other drug of the quantitative composition shown in40
that list for those drugs or which is the same except that it contains a41
lesser quantity of controlled substances.42
(2) Benzphetamine;43
(3) Chlorphentermine;44
(4) Clortermine;45
(5) Phendimetrazine.46
(c) Depressants. Unless listed in another schedule, any material, com-47

pound, mixture, or preparation which contains any quantity of the following48

substances having a potential for abuse associated with a depressant effect1
on the central nervous system:2

(1) Any compound, mixture or preparation containing:3
i. Amobarbital;4
ii. Secobarbital;5
iii. Pentobarbital or any salt thereof and one (1) or more other6
active medicinal ingredients which are not listed in any schedule.7

(2) Any suppository dosage form containing:8
i. Amobarbital;9
ii. Secobarbital;10
iii. Pentobarbital or any salt of any of these drugs and approved11
by the Food and Drug Administration for marketing only as a suppos-12
itory.13

(3) Any substance which contains any quantity of a derivative of barbi-14
turic acid or any salt thereof, including, but not limited to:15

i. Aprobarbital;16
ii. Butabarbital (secbutabarbital);17
iii. Butalbital, excluding drug products exempted by the federal18
drug enforcement administration (DEA);19
iv. Butobarbital (butethal);20
v. Talbutal;21
vi. Thiamylal;22
vii. Thiopental;23
viii. Vinbarbital.24

(4) Chlorhexadol;25
(5) Embutramide;26
(6) Any drug product containing gamma hydroxybutyric acid, including27

7285. (Some other names for ketamine: (+/-)-2-(2-chlorophenyl)-2-31

(12) Sulfondiethylmethane;37

(i) Not more than 1.8 grams of codeine, or any of its salts, per46
100 milliliters or not more than 90 milligrams per dosage unit,47
with an equal or greater quantity of an isoquinoline alkaloid of48
opium;49

(ii) Not more than 1.8 grams of codeine, or any of its salts, per1
100 milliliters or not more than 90 milligrams per dosage unit,2
with one (1) or more active, nonnarcotic ingredients in recognized3
therapeutic amounts;4
(iii) Not more than 1.8 grams of dihydrocodeine, or any of its5
salts, per 100 milliliters or not more than 90 milligrams per6
dosage unit, with one (1) or more active, nonnarcotic ingredients7
in recognized therapeutic amounts;8
(iv) Not more than 300 milligrams of ethylmorphine, or any of9
its salts, per 100 milliliters or not more than 15 milligrams per10
dosage unit, with one (1) or more ingredients in recognized thera-11
peutic amounts;12
(v) Not more than 500 milligrams of opium per 100 milliliters13
or per 100 grams, or not more than 25 milligrams per dosage unit,14
with one (1) or more active, nonnarcotic ingredients in recognized15
therapeutic amounts;16
(vi) Not more than 50 milligrams of morphine, or any of its salts,17
per 100 milliliters or per 100 grams with one (1) or more active,18
nonnarcotic ingredients in recognized therapeutic amounts.19

Anabolic steroids that are expressly intended for administration48

through implants or injection to cattle or other nonhuman species, and that49
are approved by the federal Food and Drug Administration for such use, shall50
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not be classified as controlled substances under this act and shall not be1
governed by its provisions.2

In addition to the penalties prescribed in article IV of the uniform3
controlled substances act, any person shall be guilty of a felony who pre-4
scribes, dispenses, supplies, sells, delivers, manufactures or possesses5
with the intent to prescribe, dispense, supply, sell, deliver or manufac-6
ture anabolic steroids or any other human growth hormone for purposes of7
enhancing performance in an exercise, sport or game or hormonal manipulation8
intended to increase muscle mass, strength or weight without a medical ne-9
cessity as determined by a physician.10

(h) The board may except by rule any compound, mixture, or preparation17

containing any stimulant or depressant substance listed in subsection (b)18
or (c) of this section from the application of all or any part of this act if19
the compound, mixture, or preparation contains one (1) or more active medic-20
inal ingredients not having a stimulant or depressant effect on the central21
nervous system, and if the admixtures are included therein in combinations,22
quantity, proportion, or concentration that vitiate the potential for abuse23
of the substances which have a stimulant or depressant effect on the central24
nervous system.25

SECTION 3. That Section 37-2713, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby26

37-2713. SCHEDULE V. (a) Schedule V shall consist of the drugs and28
other substances, by whatever official name, common or usual name, chemical29
name, or brand name designated, listed in this section.30

(b) Narcotic drugs. Unless specifically excepted or unless listed in31
another schedule, any material, compound, mixture, or preparation contain-32
ing any of the following narcotic drugs and their salts, as set forth below.33

(c) Narcotic drugs containing nonnarcotic active medicinal ingredi-34
ents. Any compound, mixture, or preparation containing any of the follow-35
ing limited quantities of narcotic drugs or salts thereof, which shall in-36
clude one (1) or more nonnarcotic active medicinal ingredients in sufficient37
proportion to confer upon the compound, mixture, or preparation, valuable38
medicinal qualities other than those possessed by the narcotic drug alone:39

(1) Not more than 200 milligrams of codeine per 100 milliliters or per40
100 grams;41
(2) Not more than 100 milligrams of dihydrocodeine per 100 milliliters42
or per 100 grams;43
(3) Not more than 100 milligrams of ethylmorphine per 100 milliliters44
or per 100 grams;45
(4) Not more than 2.5 milligrams of diphenoxylate and not less than 2546
micrograms of atropine sulfate per dosage unit;47
(5) Not more than 100 milligrams of opium per 100 milliliters or per 10048

(1) Brivaracetam ((2S)-2-[(4R)-2-oxo-4-propylpyrrolidin-1-yl]bu-6
tanamide) (also referred to as BRV; UCB-34714; Briviact) (including its7
salts);8
(2) Ezogabine [N-[2-amino-4-(4-fluorobenzylamino)-phenyl]-carbamic9
acid ethyl ester]-2779;10
(3) Lacosamide;11
(4) Pregabalin;12
(5) Pyrovalerone.13
(e) Approved cannabidiol drugs. A drug product in finished dosage14

formulation that has been approved by the U.S. food and drug administration15
that contains cannabidiol (2-[1R-3-methyl-6R-(1-methylethenyl)-2-cyclo-16
hexen-1-yl]-5-pentyl-1,3- benzenediol) derived from cannabis and no more17
than 0.1 percent (w/w) residual tetrahydrocannabinols.18

SECTION 4. An emergency existing therefor, which emergency is hereby19
declared to exist, this act shall be in full force and effect on and after its20
passage and approval.21
