Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:
SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated to the STEM Action Center the

following amounts to be expended according to the designated expense classes
from the listed funds for the period July 1, 2015, through June 30, 2016:

SECTION 2. FTP AUTHORIZATION. In accordance with Section 67-3519,
Idaho Code, the STEM Action Center i1s authorized no more than two (2)
full-time equivalent positions at any point during the period July 1, 2015,
through June 30, 2016, unless specifically authorized by the Governor. The
Joint Finance-Appropriations Committee will be notified promptly of any
increased positions so authorized.

SECTION 3. LEGISLATIVE INTENT. It is the intent of the Legislature
that to promote the expansion of student engagement in science, technology,
engineering and math (STEM) within Idaho schools, the STEM Action Center
will strive to coordinate with other agencies that receive moneys for STEM
education, and where practicable, administer those moneys. Additionally,
the STEM Action Center will encourage financial contributions from industry
and other potential sources to accomplish its goals as outlined in Section
67-823, Idaho Code.
