TION 19-5102, IDAHO CODE, TO REVISE THE MEMBERSHIP OF THE COUNCIL.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:

SECTION 1. That Section 19-5102, Idaho Code, be, and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows:

19-5102. COUNCIL ESTABLISHED —-- CHAIRMAN -- MEMBERS. There is hereby
established in the Idaho state police the Idaho peace officer standards and
training council. The chairman of the council shall be appointed by the gov-
ernor and shall be a voting member of the council which shall be composed of
the following members, and which shall reflect a reasonable geographic bal-
ance throughout the state:

(a) Fhree One (31) city chiefs of police from each geographic region or
£heir his designees;

(b) Three One (31) county sheriffs from each geographic region or their
his designees;

(c) The director of the Idaho state police or his designee;

(d) A county prosecuting attorney or his designee;

(e) The attorney general or his designee;

(f) i
burean
signee;

(g) The director of the department of correction or his designee;

(h) The director of the fish and game department or his designee;

(i) The director of the department of juvenile corrections or his de-
signee; and

(jJ) In addition, there shall be advisory to the council, as ex officio
nonvoting members of the council, the executive directors of the Idaho asso-
ciation of counties and association of Idaho cities.
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
