  Section 15. The sum of $15,826,500, or so much thereof as 10 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the General Revenue 11 

Fund to the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois 12 

for operating costs and expenses related to or in support of 13 

the Institute of Natural Resource Sustainability, in 14 

accordance with Public Act 95-728. 15 

 

  Section 20. The sum of $2,776,000, or so much thereof as 16 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the Fire Prevention 17 

Fund to the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois 18 

for the purpose of maintaining the Illinois Fire Service 19 

Institute, paying the Institute's expenses, and providing the 20 

facilities and structures incident thereto, including payment 21 

to the University for personal services and related costs 22 
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incurred. 1 

 

  Section 25.  The sum of $555,200, or so much thereof as 2 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the Fire Prevention 3 

Fund to the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois 4 

for the purpose of implementation and maintenance of the 5 

Cornerstone Training Program at the Illinois Fire Service 6 

Institute. 7 

 

  Section 30. The sum of $250,000, or so much thereof as 8 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the State College and 9

  Section 50. The sum of $425,000, or so much thereof as 7 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the Hazardous Waste 8 

Research Fund to the University of Illinois for its ordinary 9 

and contingent expenses. 10 

 

 Section 55. The sum of $350,000, or so much thereof as may 11 

be necessary, is appropriated from the General Revenue Fund 12 

to the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois for a 13 

grant to the College of Dentistry. 14 

 

  Section 60. The sum of $328,300, or so much thereof as 15 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the General Revenue 16 

Fund to the Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois 17 

for Dixon Springs Agricultural Center. 18 

 

  Section 65. The sum of $1,250,000, or so much thereof as 19 

may be necessary, is appropriated from the General Revenue 20
