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A  CONCURRENT  RESOLUTION  requesting  the  study  and 
recommendation of an administrative reorganization of school districts 
by the state board of education.

WHEREAS, Article 6 of the constitution of the state of Kansas 
requires the legislature to make suitable provision for the finance of the 
educational interests of the students of Kansas and to provide for the 
intellectual, educational, vocational and scientific improvement in the 
educational interests of the students of Kansas; and

WHEREAS, In fulfillment of its constitutional obligations to the 
students of Kansas, the legislature hereby finds and declares that there is  
a need for a reorganization in the administration of the public school  
system; and

WHEREAS, The legislature hereby recognizes that the state board 
of education has the information and resources to study, design and make 
recommendations on the structure of such reorganization:  Now,  
therefore,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the State of  
Kansas, the Senate concurring therein: That the state board of education 
is hereby requested to study, design and make recommendations on the 
reorganization of the administration of the public school system such that  
upon such reorganization there is no more than one superintendent  
overseeing every 10,000 pupils enrolled in public schools; and

Be it further resolved: That the state board of education is to 
prepare a report on its recommended reorganization and present such 
report to the legislature no later than January 1, 2012; and

Be it further resolved: That the Secretary of State be directed to 
provide an enrolled copy of this resolution to the Kansas State Board of 
Education.
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
