No electronic voting system shall, upon any examination or reexamination, be approved
by the State Board of Elections unless it shall be established that thefsueh} system, at the
time of examination or reexamination:

If itHs-efa-type
that} uses paper ballots or ballot cards to register the vote and automatic tabulating
equipment to compute thefsueh} votes, the system shall provide that a voter who

spoils his or_her ballot may obtain another ballot;

(10)HE1]) Meets or exceeds the standards for electronic voting equipment established by
the Federal Election Commission; and

requirements of KRS 117.275.
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
