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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the Elbert Eugene "Gene" Staggs Memorial
Highway in Fleming County.

WHEREAS, Elbert Eugene "Gene" Staggs was born December 4, 1943, in Fleming,
Kentucky, the son of Elbert and Edna Staggs; and

WHEREAS, Gene Staggs joined the United States Army after high school and
proudly served his country as a member of the Special Forces; and

WHEREAS, Gene Staggs became a pilot, which was a lifelong dream for him, as
part of his 26 years in service, where he achieved the rank of Chief Warrant Officer 4 and
earned the Legion of Merit, Bronze Star, and numerous other medals and citations; and

WHEREAS, after his well-deserved retirement, the Florida sunshine called Gene
Staggs to pursue the more peaceful pursuits of golf and fishing; and

WHEREAS, on December 23, 2018, "the jump was a go", as Chief Warrant Officer
